Hoffman Tuesday. A run <•!
witnesses to the fctand
depicted a gang fight
between teenaged girls that
originated in a bar and
overflowed to the sidewalk
outside. Witnesses gave
testimony and then freely
admitted to drinking and
being "somewhat
intoxicated, yet the
composite of their testimony
was sufficient to bring a $35
and $10 fine to the one young
male who intervened in the
scrabble.

The young man protested
bitterly he only stepped into
the drunken brawl because a
group he estimated at ten
other girls had beset his
girlfriend and a girlfriend of
hers and were hitting his
girlfriend when they had her
on the ground. He insisted he
had only tried to push the
other girls off his girlfriend
but there was too much
adverse testimony that he
used his fist and stuck the
teen girl, signing complaint
against him, in the face.

KABOSKI, IEVANDOSKI, MOTIONS
QUASHED BY BOARD MAJORITY

Kdmund Kaboski and
Thomas Levandoski. sau
two of the propositions on
which they campaigned lor
their election to the South
Amboy Board of Education
smashed Thursday when the
other seven members of the
Board voted down Kaboski's
proposal to freeze at current
levels al) but "mandated"
salaries and Levandoskis
call for a counter suit
against the State
Department of Education to
get a court order for a right
to put an addition on existing
schools on the John St. tract.

Both men had presented
their proposals April 36, only
to have the Board table them
for agenda sessions
discussion, before action.
This reacted quickly against
the Board on the Kaboski
motion when the South
Amboy Teachers Assn.
called the Kaboski motion an
Unfair Labor Practices Act
violation, demanded that the
Public Employees Relations
Commission tPERCi name
a mediator to take
negotiations away from the
Board's committee and that
the Board be bound by the
Kaboski motion as against
the total demands originally
presented by the teachers.

The Teachers Assn. May l
appeal for PERC
intervention prompted the
special emergency meeting
of the Board. Frank Zebro,
chairman of the Board's
negotiating team, reported
on the rebuff to (he
continuance of negotiations
with the teachers hjs
committee had' suffered
April 28 and recited how the
Teachers Assn. team
ma nf tested a lack of
confidence in the Board's
good Intentions with Kaboski
on the Board's negotiating

uggoeted
Kaboski be replaced. The
team. Zebro suggest*

negotiations chairman
deplored the Kaboski motion
had gained any attention at
all Apr i l» when it had never
been "properly" placed on

the agenda by Kabuski lor
action (hat night

Lt'vandoski defended the
April 26 votes of Kaboski and
himself against tabling the
motion April 26 as based in
the premise it had only been
advanced for discussion at a
later date, not for action of
any sort that night.

Kaboski rose to his own
defense by declaring his
motion was based in a sense
of obligation to the
taxpayers, the senior
citizens on small fixed
incomes and those out of
work in the recession.
Kaboski made reference to a
letter published in a
n e w s p a p e r b y
Superintendent of Schools
John Olexa in which the
school official warned that
cuts made from the Board's
ITO-77 budget by the Council
had brought the school
system to the extremity of
either going on triple
sessions with a reduced
teaching staff to complete
the next school year or else
cutting off the school year at
the end of March, 1V77. for
lack of funds to carry on to
June.

Kaboski argued that his
proposal to freeze salaries
would create a fund from
monies now earmarked for
teacher increments that
would make up the money
slack to keep schools going'
for the full 1976-rryear. He
noted that he wafnSt calling
for any reduction in teaching
staff. He felt that South
Amboy teachers on the
salary freeze basis would be
better off than teachers
elsewhere who are being let
out because school boards
had to Increase class sizes
and delete subjects to keep
schools going. He saw no
reason for thtnga like a tt.su
increment for the
superintendent being
Included In the salary setup
in the district.
