APPOINTMENTS

Appointment by Mayor
Theodore Lewandoski of
Arthur Burke to succeed
Chester Meinzer as fire
marshal was pronounced a>
legally correct by John Vail,
City Law Director, in a letter
to the council. There had
been question expressed by
former Mayor William
O'Leary and Frank Zebro, a
fireman. **. the May 4
council meeting as to the
mayor's authority to make
such an appointment. Zebro
held it was the provence of
the fire chief under the fire
ordinance.

Vail affirmed the fire chief
had had such p w e r of
appointment under the fire
ordinance of 1968 but that
this had been super-ceded
with the adoption of the
Administrative Code in m i .
the law director determined
there should have been a
director of the Fire
Department with a Division
of the Fire Marshal set up at
that time but it was never
done. Accordingly, the right
of appointment devolved to
the mayor under the
Administrative Code.

Former Mayor O'Leary
waa quick to challenge the
ruling. He quoted from Pag*
38 of the Administrative
Code that the Code required
the ordinances in existence
at the time it was adopted
should remain in full force
and effect He found this
convincing that the Burke
appointment had been
illegal

LANDFILL USE QUERIED
FOR SKEET SHOOTING

Use of 750 ft. of the landfill
by the (Jawron Trap & Skeet
•hooting club was withheld
Tuesday by the City Council
pending the organization
getting word from the
insurers for the club how ftr
their insurance would apply.
The council expressed
confidence in the provision
of the policy issued the club
as an accredited member of
the National Rifle Assn.. but
the governing body wanted
total liability removed from
the city for shooting
mishaps, even when not
applicable to sanctioned
snoots by the club.

James Nemeth. club
president. explained
Gawron'* carries insurance
that gives $1,000 without test
for medical expenses for a
person injured in the club's
shooting activity and $1-
million limit for a death and
disaster type accident. He
related the club was growing
in popularity from an
original membership of 12 to
one of 35 now with a limit of
40 set by the insurance
carrier. But there is an
allowance for 50 guests at a
shoot prc'iding the guests
are not wholly newcomers in
the use of firearms.

"attractive nuisance" In
that anybody could purchase
the gun and ekett equipment
and uae it on the landfill. If
an accident occured from
the inexperience or
inaptiMM of the shooter, the
city would be liable, w Vail
saw it, bacauat of having
allowed a uae that

Cross averred he did not
agree with the tenor of tha
Vail letter He gained the
support of Councilmen
Thomas O'Brien and Stanley
Jankowski-in having it riled
without effect over the "no"
vote of Councilmen James
lnman und Kenneth Kogers.

Thete was also contention
over another letter from
Vsil. that rarttfying to the
right of Mayor Lewandoski
to supplant Franklin English
on the Housing Authority
with John Cissewski. Vail
called the suggestion thai it
was a "governors'
sppointment all wrong, that
the authority rested with
Patricia Sheehan of the
State Department of
Community Affairs, if she
chose to act. otherwise the
mayor could do so.

Councilman Stanley
Jankowski berated the Vail
letter, calling it a needless
prymg into the background
of English and his family.
Jankowski demanded
deletion of the paragraphs
that related to English
Erma Brown, a spectator,
questioned if a lette - coming
before the Council could be
read in part under the
Sunshine Law. But
Councilmen Jankowski and
Cross felt it could be done
when matter was presented
that was irrelevant and
inappropriate.

Rogers called the
elimination of the English
paragraphs a "censorship
that amounts to a
whitewash." But lnman was
amenable to accepting the
Jankowski restriction if he
could have two tines from a
stcond paragraph read.
O'Brien finally acceded to
this provision. After they
were read, lnman opined
they retorted a declaring by
U'Leary-May 4 that the job
replacements by
Lewandowski were "lacking
in morality."

The letter on English was
accepted for the open file 4-1
over the opposition of
Rogers.

Rogers was arcused by a
letter from John V Reiser,
Middlesex County Engineer,
reporting no funds were
available for drainage work
in South Amboy and that it
did not appear that the
County planning board had
found pressing need for it in
a ten-year Master Plan. But
Rogers read excerpts from
the Plan specifying
numerous sites in South
Amboy that were marked
out for future drainage
improvements.

A resident at 251 Henry St.
protested to the council that
she was being ordered by the
building Inspector to trim a 6
ft. hedge under an ordinance
that prohibits fences more
than S ft. high. She said she
was being singled out
unfairly, that there were
many hedges just as high or
higher in South Amboy and
she would insist that they be
cut down o the size being
imposed on her. But she
admitted that she ket>; tier
hedge at 6 ft. so that she
would not have to see what
was on the other side of the
fence.

It was decided she should
be-granted a reprieve; until
the application of the
ordinance could be studied.
