The oflicers wanted
to know what would happen
to the remaining days. such
as for one of them, who had
accumulated 302 days of sick
leave over his 25 years of
service

Councilman James [nman
was opposed o further
continuance of the unlimited
sick leave in that an officer
new on the force could be on
duty only a few days, then
incur a non-duty related

in ora lenfthy sickness
wm would obligate the cit
to pay him full salary unti)
he returns. Nobody
appeared to know what the
limit here could be.

Councilman J. Thomas
Cross was in favar of lelling
the unlimited sick Ileave
stand for those officers who
had accumulsted the 120
days and make a limit of 15
days per year apply to men
on the force for only a few
years. Those on the force
under a year would get one
sick day per mon‘h.

But this broke down on the
observation of John Vail,
Law Director, that it would
be setting a double standard
for employees performing a
same du‘l'y. _

that there was no ordinance
to enforce it and it put the
officer at the mercy of the

EPA Cites City
For Sawer Faults

u.s. Environmental
Agency has issued a ‘‘show
cause’’' order why South
Amboy should not incur
penaity for having failed lo
provide the agency
guarterly monitoring
reports on the qualily
effluent (rom its sewer plant
and an engineering report on
measures taken to improve
the plant for the next two
yoars until the city's sewage
disposal will be taken care of
tar a lie-in with the

iddlesex County Sewrrage
Authority interceptor line
being built along the South
River.

South Amboy, like many
other towns {ronting on
Raritan Bay, is under a state
rourt order to raise the
discharge of ils sewer
system {rom a primary to a
socondary level to cut down
the pollution emitited into the

bay.

‘Fhe US. EPA has the
power to impose a fine of
$25,000 a day on the city if not
satisfied with measures
bcing taken to control
pollution.

Councilman James Inman
was skeptical of a prior
or,d:r to h“i:b jhe
en(nowm*npoﬂ an
1, 1978, EPA zrmr
spoken in dire terms of the
consequences of this report
not having been submitied
on the Jan. | date.  But
Inman recalled the Council's
spending over $1.800 one and
one-hall years ago for City
Kngineer Fred Kurtz to
make up such a .report. Ii
was obvious to Inman that
the federal agency had lost
track of what d been
submitted to them.

As for the city's obligation,
it was noted that an
affiliation had been made
with the South Bay
Collection System as a
carryover until , the
Middlesex County trunk
sewer connection would be in
furce. The Council appointed
Vail to answer the “‘show
cause’’ order and to produce
the record of the city's
seriousness of in
makinr the South Bay
Collection System and the
Middlesex County Sewerage
Authority arrangements.
