A brief description of how
thai Con-Game is worked

Usually there are three
females working together
tivs one male — Two of the
females will approach the
homeowner and start a
conversation and by fast
talking and maneuvering
homeowner into a position
they cannot observe the
entrance into the house, the
third, female sill slip by or
through back door if
unlocked. As the homeowner
is being occupied in
conversation by the females
the third female will roam
through the house picking
valuables such as watches,
rings, etc..and money - at a
signal they will then leave
and several times the
homeowner will not discover
the missing items until they
look for same Those people

do not over turn or pull
dresser drawers apart but
only take valuables they can
carry in pockets or under
coats or Jackets. They move
fast and talk fast

The male mentioned above
usually is parked in a motor
vehicle around a corner or
down the street waiting to
pick up females when they
have completed their part of
the "Con-Game '

From descriptions
obtained from victims it
appears these females art-
from a group of "CiypKies
and usually they will not use
the same persons in a town
or city more than once

Your police department
asks all senior citizens to he
alert to this operation and to
homeowners who observe
persons who appear to be the
Gypsy type contact Police
Headquarters and inform
the police of what they
observed and Jet us
investigate. Do you feel you
are making a fool of yourself

ADOPTED UNCHANGED 3-1

MEMORIAL MASS HONORS WAR VtTERANS

Police Salary ordinance
was adopted Tuesday by the
Council over the strenuous
obje* .ons of Cour.c'lmsn
James lnman. He charged
the ordinance did "not make
•ease" in that fringe benefit*
were «nt explicitly outlined.
But the only support lnman
gained In his stand was from
Frank Kosovich, a
spectator, who declared that
In his long experience with
industrial salary contracts.
it was always necessary to
include the fringe benefits as
a stated part of the
agreement. But lnman
admitted there was no
percentage clause involved
in the city contracts with
police, as in industrial wage
contracts.

Councilman J. Thomas
Cross declatud that so long
aa the ordinance was firm on
the subject of salaries, the
police should not have to
wait for the pay increments,
in that they had been held in
abeyance since Jan. 1. Cross
averred all changes over
things like sick leave and
insurance, on which Inmtfn
was making point as needing
exact terms, inclusion in the
ordinance, could be settled
by amendments to the
ordinance covered the
second half of a two-year
contract.

lnman retorted that at an
agenda session. Police Chiei"
Edward O'Leary had wanted
all fringe benefit particulars
covered in the ordinance
when adopted. But
Councilman Stanley
Jankowski observed he hart
voted on four police salary
ordinances without their
pertaining to total contract
terms, lnman called it all a
whitewash", but Cross was
joined by Jankowski and
Councilman Kenneth Rogers
to adopt the ordinance on
final reading 3-1.

An ordinance was
introduced to meet legal
requirements set by
Middlesex County for the
city to be included in a new
allotment of federal funds
for the Community
Development Revenue
Sharing. Cross noted the city
had already obtained a
$42,000 water nut in
improvement from t'DKS
and would presently ho
getting $40,000 inr a
Broadway trunk line

lnman found his
colleagues receptive to
having John Vail.

Fred Kurtz, City
