SCHOOL BOARD DIVIDED
OVER SALARY FOR NEW POST

Creation ol the nil ice nt
Director ol Curriculum with
Kobert hloodgood. Hodman
High Principal, taking over
the new post, split the South
Amboy Board of Education
sharply Monday In the end.
the dissident members.
Thomas Levandoski and
Kdmund Kaboski. were out
voted and Hloodgood was
voted into the post 8-2 And
(he Hoard voted to advertise
lor a new high school
principal at a starting salary
at s i * out)

The salary item for the
Director ol Curriculum was
the point ol more severe
contention John olexa.
Superintendent, .•eporled he
had report on \l persons
interviewed for the post, but
most of the applicants
dropped out of the
applicant's role once they
learned the lop salary lor the
job would be 920,000 olexa
reported the great number of
those who had come in for
interview had Jobs where the
salary was 123.800. at the
least, so they were startled
to learn the starting salary
would be no more than
120.000 plus whatever
increment is derived when
Board-Teachers Association
negotiations are finalized
Olexa made reference to the
fact that Bloodgood s salary
a i a high school principal
will go up 1.2 per cent over
the top doctorate salary for a
teacher, once thut Board
Teacher negotiations are
completed. And that the
salary for the new p**t will
be placed at the same level.

Edmund Kaboski, a Board
member, protested that was
not the way he read it. He
related that he had read in a
dally newspaper that the
salary for • Director of
Curriculum would be HB.OOO
at the start and that a
newspaper reporter had

faced up to the requirement.

Kaboaki waa supported by
Levandoski In an Impression
of what had happened at an
April meeting to verify that
olexa had said "no", that
South Amboy was not under
mandated action in the
matter. Kaboaki declared

OP-SAIL TRAFFIC
CAUTION ISSUED

Acting Police Chief James
Tedeaco has issued a caution
to South Amboyans about
traffic problems that are
likely to erupt with (he
staging of Operation-Sail off
Sandy Hook July 3-4 He
points out a larger than
usual influx of traffic for a
holiday weekend is expecttd
on the Bicentennial
observance dales as drivers
from the metropolitan area
jam the roads leading to
view off. the Scenic Drive at
the Highlands of the tall
ships and naval vessels of
many nations to be anchored
in Sandy Hook Bay al the
time.

This traffic will be coupled
with the cars of those going
to the racetracks ana the
shore resorts. The Garden
State Parkway will certainly
be jammed, so the Routes 35
and 8 through the city will be
taking the burden of
overflow traffic Tedesco
sees the possibility it may be
nigh to impossible to move
freely on the state highways
through the city. He strongly
advises thai those who must
leave the city to use
secondary road* as much at
possible .

Acting Chief Tedesco also
sounds a warning on the use
of firecracker!. He notes this
is the last year they have any
sanction under state law and
there have already been
heavy fines imposed for the
illegal use. In addition to the
use being an offense against
state law. their use can be a
violation of the city's fire
code and ordinances for the
maintaining of peice and
quiet.
