But Councilman James
toman saw no excuse for the
shortage hi the building and
grounds account as It
spoiled to utilities. He
claimed to know that Wt.ooo
had been put In the oriainai
draft of the HM budget, up
70 par cant from the 1975
figure because the then
nsayor William O'Leary and
tht then Business
Administrator Edward
UcLane had correctly
anticipated a large bulge in
electric rates. But Inman
instated that Councilman
Itonaa O'Brien, J. Tbemas
Croaa and Stanley
Jsnkowikl bad actually cut
the electric appropriation
from $14,000 to $11,000 at a
meeting which he, Inman,
and Council Kenneth Rogers
did not attend on the budget.
He aaid the total figure for
utilities was $»,000, up only
$6,000 from the year before.

Inman aaw we worst as
yet to some, lie felt assured
there would be another
shortage in the school
crossing guards account
before the year is out and a
void would be found in street
department figures. He
accused O'Brien, Cross and
Jankowski of having ignored
list caution given by Capt.
