Revival of Salt Water Day

In 1783, the date of South Amboy's
our clty wos probably a sleepy little villoge
onrlnkln, o clean Roriton Bay. Availieble
histories of South Amboy and the aree teli us
thot fhhlnz.wcs one way of earning a living.

Shortly before his death, former commercia’
fisherman George Ncv entertained members of
the South Amboy Mistorical Soclety with details
of the local fishing industry, including accounts of
the quantity and variety of fish thaet were
caught in our now poliuted waters. Most of vs
were surprised to léarn that the bay, even at the
turn of this century, was abundant with clams,
oysters and shrimp.

The same histories tell of aree Indiens,
probebly members of the Leni Lenape tribes, whe
roamed local tralis to get to the fishing end of
the hospitoble farmers who shared their
harvests with these seasonsl visitors.

Whether legend or fact, those meetings
between farmer and Indian came to be knewn as
Selt Water Days. South Amboy used to have en
ennvel Salt Water Day where everyone in the
community gathered and was friendly end
hospitable to each other. Whether it wes
oconomics or lack of interest, this annual event
wes discontinved. In recent yeeurs, our neighbors
in the Reriten Bay area, including Oid Bridge,
have sueceosstully revived Salt Water Day.

Which brings us to the peoint of this article . . .
that, in this, the year of our Bicentennial, seme
local people hope to revive Salt Water Day In
South Amboy.
