CURFEW CUT TO 9 P.M.
ASKED; OPPOSED BY VAIL

An item that never made it
to decision at the July 20
council meeting, a letter and
petition of 27 signers
submitted by Myrna S. Long,
a former teacher at St.
Mary's High School, will
come up for action and
decision at the Aug. 3
meeting. II has gone on the
agenda as an appeal for
lowering the existing II p.m.
curfew to 9 p.m. and
establishing a recreation
center for those under 18
years of age in two unused
City Hall basement rooms

The petition to lower the
curfew hour will have to
hurdle an adverse advisory
from John Vail, city law
director, who has
researched the matter He
was asked by Council
President Thomas O'Brien
to give an opinion when the
appeal for the II pm to 9
p.m. curfew first came in
Vail returned a letter
strongly opposing it

Mrs Long recite* that the

She feels the site would
largely identify those not at
the rec center to police as
oul-of-lownere wiien trouble
occurs This would place
youths on the streets after »
pm as wilful lawbreakers,
but Mrs bong anticipates
the depredations that now
occur between 9 pm and 11
p m would virtually cease

Mrv Long also opines the
-*K center would get results
where activities on which
much money has been spent
to mollify youths, baseball
fields, basketball and tennis
courts, have failed to curb
late hour vandalism.. She
suggests for the rec center
educational development
projects such as book
discussion groups, tutoring.
career talks, guest speakers
with film* and
demons tra t ions and
showings by first aid, fire
deparement and civic
endeavors groups. She would
have the youths inducted
into volunteer hospital aides,
work on the ecology, the
delittering and beautifying
of the community, and she
would add productions in
dramatics, music and
homemaking arts, field trips
and photographic contests.

But if the reduction in
curfew h e w s is a
concommitant to all this, it
facet an assessment by the
councilman as Vail has
written them as follows:

You have asked my
opinion as to the legality of a
proposed amendment to the
curfew ordinance, founa in
the Revised Oriiueoces of
1W1, Chspt*.' IV, Police
Regulations, page 404 I,
section 4-3.1, entitled
Curfew, which establishes a
curfew for minors under the
age of It years between the
hours of lip.m and 6 am

"You have indicated that a
citizen has proposed the
curfew be enforced from y
pm to6a.m.

"It is my opinion that this
change, especially at this
time of year, when it is not
even fully dark at 9 p m ,
would be illegal and
unconstitutional for many
reasons, which I will not go
into at this time.

I am aware that the
problem is the large number
of children and young adults
congregating in the streets
In my opinion, the solution is
vigorous police enforcement
of the loitering ordinance ''

when Vail chose to leave the
July 20 meeting before it was
her turn to speak and she is
expected to demand Vail be
explicit about his "many
roaeons" why what she asks
would be "Illegal and
unconstitutional." But it is
expected that she~ win be
asked to justify an
assumption that clearing the
streets of those under 18 at tt
pm. will.end the vandalism,
that there does not remain a
grave problem with those 18
and older

Going over the head of the
State Commissioner of
Education to the State Board
of Education in getting relief
for his client*, South Amboy
Citizens for Education, is the
latest move of William
Hodea, Newark attorney. He
has served notice on the
South Amboy Board of
Education of his intention to
appear before the State
Board of Education, Aug. 4,
to ask that state body to
grant the relief sought by his
clients to get city schools on
full time in the 1976-77 year,
seemingly by ordering
transfer of s sufficient
number of city pupils to a
school in another district to
accomplish it.

In Jeopardy
A motion to have the

courts sustain the legality of
the appointment of five
veteran South Amboy police
officers to their places on the
force is to be presented by
John Vail, law director,
before a new Civil Service
list issues at the end of this
week. The State Department
of Civil Service served notice
Friday that the five officers
had not been duly certified
as to their permanent status
when they came on the fores
in September 1973.

The five men concerned
are James Holovacho, Roy
Dragotta, Leo McCabo.
William Housman and
William Ellison. For lack of
certification, it is nr—iimari
they would be displaced on
the forthcoming Civil
Service list by persons who
had taken the examination
for appointment at a lalor
date and had acquired the
required rating.
