An official Civil Defense
report on the city's
arrangements for coping
with the Hurricane
emergency is as follows

"South Amboy Police
D e p a r t m e n t , F i r e
Department and First Aid
Squad were on top of
Hurricane Belle's arrival.
From 7 a.m. Monday, Fire
Chief Hank Megtil had
firemen standing by at each
of the five firehouses in case
of a power failure and the
alarm went out. The fire
chief also made
arrangements for a small
boat to be at each of the
firehouses. He had men at
each firehouse until Tuesday
morning.

"Chief Megill also had the
firehouses made available
for any persons who would
have to evacuate their
homes. He arranged to have
the Hoffman High School
building held open for
evacuees from Monday
afternoon until the storm
blew over

"Capt Jack Mankowski.
South Amboy First Aid
Squad, had men on call all
day Monday and Monday
night until the storm cleared
Tuesday morning The
squad headquarters was set
up with cots, food and flasks
or water.

GO ON NOV. 2 BALLOT

GARBAGE
COLLECTION ORD.

John P Nort'k is
demanding that his name be
printed on the general
election ballot of Nov. 2 as
the accredited Republican
candidate for Councilman in
the Third Ward. This is the
ward now :«presented by
James W. Inman, who is
running as an Independent
for reelection. Chester
Meinzer Jr.. is the
Democratic designee in the
ward.

Norek was ousted from the
Republican listing in the
June primary when Inman,
<*n a write-in vote, defeated
him 38-39. But Inman
declined to accept the
Republican nomination,
leaving the GOP slot void in
the Third Ward.

This situation is noted by
Norek in letters addressed
July 28 to Middlesex County
Clerk Prank D. Schatzman
and on July 29 to South
Amboy City Clerk Natalie
Brennan. In each letter he
maintains that the refusal of
Inman to accept the GOP

titan left it open to
Mm, as second high on the
June 8 poll, to get nis name
printed on the general
election ballot as the rightful
Republican candidate.

Norek cites an excerpt
from Article 19 of the
Revised Statutes as
justifying Ma stand. He has
called on both Schatzman
and Mrs. Brennan to act
within tan days of the daw of
his letters on his right to get

•>n the ballot He reports
s<hiitzman as allowing the
( it y Clerk can do so if sne-so
disposes in making up her
official list of local
candidates to go to the
County Clerk for
enumeration on the Nov. 2
ballot But Mrs. Brennan
finds she has no official
directive from the county in
the matter and would need
iegal advice to act in the
Norek matter.

Norek sees that legal
advice available to the City
Clerk if the Council will
empower her to ask it. Norek
is ascertaining the timetable
he must meet to get his name
on the ballot, and avows to
go to court if nothing comes
forth directly from the
county or local source.

Norek was Republican at-
large candidate in the 1974
councilmanic election, but
was defeated. When it
appeared Inman might
resign shortly after the 1974
election. Norek was
advanced as the Republican
most likely to take his place.

But at the Uth hour for
filing for places on the
primary ballot this year,
inman was bracketed with
Kenneth Rogers, another
GOP councilman, as seeking
reelection on an Independent
ticket with Mayor. Theodore
Lewsndoski, a Democrat out
of sorts with the regular
Democratic organization
The shock of this surprise
ended the political fealty
between Inman and Norek
and has made Norek a critic
of his former associate at
Council meetings.

South Amboy Board of
Health is prepared at its next
meeting to finalize its rules
on garbage collection An
ordinance was prepared by
Andrew Clark, board
attorney, for introduction
Monday, but the foreboding
over Hurricane Belle forced
cancelling the meeting.

When tne Board does act.
one question must be settled.
A first provision of the
proposed ordinance is that
garbage and trash must be
placed at the curb not earlier
than a P.M. time of the day
preceding the time
scheduled for the collection
of trash. But the Board must
agree on what this P.M. hour
shall be

L i k e w i s e , e m p t y
r e c e p t a c l e s , c a n s ,
containers, or barrels must
be removed from the
curbline or any part of the
street or sidewalk, or any
part or portion of the front
yard or side yards of the
premises after a P.M. time
of the day of collection. But,
again, the Board has not
decided Just what hour this
P.M. time shall be

Otherwise the Board is
settled on the details of the
ordinance. It in provided that
garbage and trash must be
placed in suitable metal or
plastic receptacles, cans or
barrels, with covers for all of
the same, for receiving and
holding the aforesaid
materials. Plastic trash and
garbage bags with a proper
and adequate seal shall be
c o n s i d e r e d p l a s t i c
receptacles.

All receptacles or
containers, as well as
bundles of. paper and
cardboard packages which
are securely tied, at all
times, shall be of such stxe

Water Supply
Sources for

City Near End
Fred Kurtz, City

Engineer, warned the
Council Monday that South
Amboy was reaching a
critical point in water
supply He estimated that
sometime within the next to*
years the city would alter
have to obtain property with
an underground water
potential elsewhere or east
come to a contract with a
major water company or
iurge municipality with
ample reserves to buy
water

Kurtz admitted it was an
unhappy p r o s p e c t .
Councilman J. Thomas
cross estimated It
cost at least 8300,000 U. buy
land elsewhere, even if it
could be obtained. Kurtz
assured the Council they
would have a right to
condemn property in
another municipality for an
imperative health need like
water supply. Councilman
Kenneth Rogers said he bad
advocated this (or yean.
Cross wanted to know what
would happen if the city did
buy land outsld* tta bounds,
only to find the bus ia III
supply of potaMe water dot
not exist under it Kurtz
assured htm an option could
be taken on the purchase of
the land, and a drilling for
underground water could
take place before purchase
was consummated.

The engineer warned that
both underground strata of
water supply, the Farrington
sands and the Old Bridge
sands, were being weakened
by over drawing off from
them that might result In an
infiltertng of salt water. He
said there was nothing could
be done about this as the
strata extended into other
states and users in South
Jersey could tap the OM
Bridge sands for industrial
and other non-vital uses that
could leave South Amboy
with a water famine. Ht
recalled that the drawing off
of water in World War fl by
firms feverishly engaged
then in war production had
strained the Farrington
sands and subsequent
expansion of population in
the area had done the rest.

Kurtz saw a "deal" with
Perth Amboy for use of
surface supplies in Old
Bridge Twp. or from
