Earlier this year, the city received over $100,000 In CETA
funds to clean up the landfill area. During the ckten-up, a
stand of about a dozen black locust trees was discovered just
across from the Boat Club Using their own Initiative, the
CETA workers put down some logs and tree stumps (donated
by businessman Joe Juliano) and the inkling of a park was
born. At this point, engineer Jim Cleary, a Park Committee
member, ajontributeU a drawing for a one-acre park, which
the city fathers approved.

He said he had
Interviewed a number of the
officers and had found them
uniformly for it, noting that
in SayrevUle the bars close
strictly and patrons are told
to be out by the closing hour
of 3 am. Inman said a rule
could be set up for
bartenders not to serve after
1:45 a.m. But O'Brien
objected strongly to this,
saying it amounted to
cutting eight hours per
month off a bar owner's tune
for doing business. And
Cross disputed that Inman
and Rogers had gained the
total sentiment of city police.
