have been approved by the
M i d d l e s e x County
Engineering Department.

City Sidewalks snd
Curbing:

City sidewalks and
curbing arc in very poor
shape. These facilities are In
excess of 70 years old and,
for many years, not
functional due to breakage
and covery of curbs by road
resurfacing.

This program would be
administered directly by the
City of South Amboy Public
Works and Engineering
Departments. Approximate-
ly M persons wilTbe hired by
the city to remove and
replace damaged utilities
and would provide
immediate employment for
approximately 20 people
having minimum skills

Approximately M.000
linear feet of curbing and
337,000 square feet of
sidewalk will be removed
and replaced. Estimated
cost tttO.QBO.

Kurtx commented on the
latter that he haa notated the
number of persons who could
be directly employed as
putting a project of some
originality before the OEDP
He observed that public
works e m p l o y m e n t
programs invariably involve
putting projects open to
nationwide bidding and
contracting. This means
contractors coming into
South Amboy from
Wisconsin or Texas or
California, bringing their
workmen with them, and all
moving out once the project
is completed. City workers
would gain nothing from the
joh snd, unless there is a
local contracting firm of
nationwide standing and
financial capacity, no South
Amboyans would be hired lo
work on jobs in other states.
Kurtz observed.

Councilman Kenneth
Hogers was skeptical that
anything could come out of
the sidewslks and curbing
projects as the maintenance
of such facilities is the
obligation of the homeowner
on whose properties they
border. And sre
improvements affecting the
assessment of such
properties. Kurtz admitted

FINANCING, HOUSING,
YOUTH CENTER PROBLEM

PUBLIC INVITED 10

Council gave approval of
the youth center idea
advanced by Mrs Myrna
Long, a former teacher in a
city school, Thursday, but
found marked problems in
getting a location for it and
in financing it.

Mrs. Long's original intent
of having it located in two
basement rooms of City Hall
had to be put aside. Robert
Leslie, a former councilman
now on the recreation
commission, recalled that
plans to adopt the rooms to
public projects in the past
had to be set sside because
of water seepage through the
cement work, heating and
ventilating problems, the
lurk of sanitary facilities at
that level and the one
entrance way.

The sponsor reported she
had sought temporary
quarters for her project in a
vacant store across from
City Hall on Broadway. She
reported it would cost $185
per month to rent until such
time as the City Hall is
renovated. And repeated her
estimate it would take $1,200
to equip it.

Councilman James Intnan
commented this did not take
into account the cost for
utilities and insurance.

Leslie wanted to know if
there would be heat in the
building and if there would
be separate sanitary
facilities for boys and girls.
A report from the sanitarian
and the fire marshal on the
premises was asked, also
about its capacity. Concern
about the reaction of tenants
to the noise of youth
gatherings on the ground
floor was also ventured. As
for a suggestion it might be
necessary to assign a
reserve police officer, Mrs.
Long held this was
unnecessary as the location
was across the street from
police headquarters snd
there are foot patrols on
Broadway weekends.

Councilman J. Thomas
Cross wanted an idea from
Nicholas Smolney, business
administrator, how the
project could be covered
within the scope of the im
budget that it would not be
necessary to wait until after
January to get It started
Smolney felt the best chance
wss In a revenue^haring
transfer, or else an
emergency appropriation
would have to be adopted.
