recommend new work be
undertaken at this time.
More, he suggested that
work now in progress on rest
rooms on the site be halted
because the structure,
fixtures and commodes were
being smashed as fast as
they were put in, that
completion of the buildings
would be futile.

Kurti found a realization
of the chaotic situation at thr
landfill must have reached
contractors as seven had
taken out specifications on
the reconstruction of the four
fields, but only one had
ventured to bid. The Council
vowd, on Kurtz' advice, to
return the bid unopened.
Then the Council istued a
directive to Kilfoyle
Construction, Wood bridge.
the general contractors to
halt all work until further
notice and to Justin Rosalo,
Matawan, not to proceed on
a contract for the electrical
work recently granted him
on an llt.000 bkf Kurti
estimated $30,000 work
needed to com pie'« the rest
rooms would be totally
waited under present
conditions

are filled

superintendent, reported he
had used his emergency
powers of office to fill posts
that would not wait and the
Board ratified his
recommendations to
permanent status Monday. A
principal action was that of
confirming Woodrow
McCarthy to official status
as acting high school
principal for such part of the
school year as his services
are needed in the post. He is
paid at the rate of $21,086.
Olexa pledged he would
expedite as best, possible
interviews with eight
candidates who have applied
for the position on a
permanent basis.

Salary Ordinance
Introductd for

ttaariiif St«t 21
Discussions that have been

going on since March among
city Council members finally
culminated Tuesday in 'the
introduction of a salary
ordinance. The ordinance is
virtually an amendment to
the 1975 ordinance providing
raises mostly $500 or 5.5
increase on salaries paid in
1975. but a few $700 raises
were included to bring one or
two categories up to a
standard.

Councilman J. Thomas
Cross commented at the
conclusion of final
discussions on the scales to
be paid that the raises were,
in effect, totally cost of living
raises, not increments.

Final adjustment included
increasing the number of
$600 summer payground
workers from six to seven in
number, adjusting upwards
tht> salary of the Parking
Ordinance Officer to make
up for non-inclusion of a
CETA raise when she was
transferred to a regular city
worker, and granting a
senior accounting clerk an
added $300 to compensate for
duties put upon her not
originally anticipated.

The ordinance will be up
for public hearing Sept. 21
and will be published in the
Sept. 9 issue of the South
Amboy Citizen. This will
allow for retying the format.

The ordinance was
introduced on the votes of
Councilmen Thomas
O'Brien, Stanley Jankowski.
KWBieUt Rogeri and Cross.
Councilman James Inman
was absent.

LEVANDOSKI RESOLUTION
ON LANDFILL REBUFFED
Levandoski acted

Monday on his Aug 12
declaration that he would
demand an open roil call
vote on a resolution to
rescind a Board of
Education directive to
George Otlowaki Jr., Board
attorney, to have Stvte
Commissioner of Education
Fred Burke apply an
injunctive order against the
Council's reclaiming Aug.
20, ten acres %X the landfill
granted over a year ago by
the governing body as a
tentative site for a new high
school. The 1C73 Board-
Council pact certified that if
a July 8,1975, referendum to
use the tract for a school did
no! get voter approval, the
land would automatically be
recaptured by the Council in
August, 1976. The
referendum failed.

Levandoski refused to
concede that making the ten
seres tn alternative this
summer in the "show cause"
proceedings had altered the
effectiveness of the Board's
obligation to withdraw from
the land A-g 20. He charged
the Board was abrogating
the will of the people as
expressed in the July, 1975,
referendum and had moved
in the injunctive matter
without duly revealing what
was in process.

H,e further declared there
was no reason to be bound by
s declaration by Dr. Irving
Peterson, head >f the
Facilities Planning Division,
of the State Department of
Education against erecting a
school building on the 1.5-
acre John Street site.
Levandoski insisted
Peterson had never truly
said "no" to the use of John
Street, only that he "did not
recommend" It. Levandoski
averred "we want what we
want" and that It is "the will
of the people" to have a
school erected on John
Street and not on the landfill.
He reminded the Hoard
members they are the
elected representatives of
the people, so are bound to
concur with thr popular will
Is loath Amboy as

expressed In the July ftfft
referendum, and
thereby bury the landfill aa a
possible site for a school
once and for all.

But it did not happen that
way. Edmund Kaboeki
seconded the LevandoaJU
resolution, but theirs were
the only two votes to support
it John Hulsart, Board
president; John Kuhn,
Frank Zebro, Robert
McKeon, Bruce Richmond
and Michael CharmeUo all
voted "no". Margaret
McCarthy was absent.

Zebro was the only one
opposed to make comment,
tie saw no occasion for sues
a vote. He observed that If
the Board gets turned down
again on John Street, the
Levandoski resolution would
leave the Board with a void.

Kaboeki would not hear of
it. He warned he would be at
the superintendent's office
tomorrow and would want a
letter written by Peter tan n
1971 giving tentative
approval/to a three-story
school structure on the John
Street site with the plant.
Ann HilVjJoard secretary,
assured hinPtfaere were no
more documenuVthaQJbgce
supplied him two years aao.
As for his demands for
presumably approved plant,
he was referred to otlowskt

A
f u r t h e r n u m e r i c a l
coefficient from t to 10
interpolates the degree to
which the conduct is
acceptable or lacking

A third policy on the
workmanship of high school
students applies to the
preparation of study or
exam papers turned in.
Minimal conditions on the
use of good grammar,
punctuation and composition
start with the Language Art*
program of the seventh
grade and the accountability
increase* with each higher
grade. Correct spelling is a
more exacting demand as
the student moves along.
Neatness in preparation of
work papers turned in is
prescribed in detail. Use of
pens is ̂ prsscftbed for alt*
matter to be wrtteen out In
sentence form, but
seniors who have had
personal typing may use a
typewriter. Deficiencies in
grammar and syntax and in
proper preparation of work
sheets can degrade a mark
earned in subject matter.
