COUNCIL WANTS AUGUSTA ST.
LIGHT TRAFFIC STREET

Council resolved Tuesday
to ask the State Department
of Transportation to make
Augusta St. light traffic from
Feltus St. to Broadway after
Manr Stratum, a spectator,
had blasted the new setup on
AttfHtla St., made four lanes
at the Stevens Ave.
Intersection with the middle
lanes for left turns only. She
demanded to know who

the lines at the

disclaimed knowledge of
such a hidden move, but
Councilman James Inman
recalled seeing state can in

Councilman Kenneth Rogers
called for making Augusta
St light traffic, but John J
Vail, law director, reminded
him the Council could not cut
off the right of trucks to
make deliveries to
businesses at the Feltus St
and Augusta St. intersection
The councilmen agreed that
with the new overhead lights
going into operation over the
weekend, there was
something to cheer at the
Augusta St and Stevens
Ave. intersection. But Inman
scorned the prospect of no
parking setbacks being
instituted for too ft. on ail
sides from the intersection.
He ventured that uV police
could hand out 300 ticket* on
occasion for violations
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The work of the state and
county on city streets came
in,for further criticism from
another spectntor. Thorn**
Levandoski. He wanted to
know if the Council was
going to let the state put new
n a r d s u r f a c i n g on
Bordentown Ave. so that it
cut the curbing down that
there was little siding
against overflow and if
catchbasins were being
covered over entirely.

Inman defended the work
of raising manholes and
noted that a catch oasin at
the southwest* corner of
Bordentown Ave ar.d S Pine
was being raised that it
would not be overrun by the
topping But he admitted
that the situation on the
northeast corner seems
"hopeless"
The councilman added

that Levandoski had to be
aware that the work being
done by the county on
Bordentown Ave had to be
lucking in uniformity of
tirade in that the county
engineers were not
;i< knowledging they had
obligation for the area from
si evens Ave to the post
OHK-C Inman said he had
sought answer at the county
oft ices on where the
Hordentown Ave. work
would go. He said he did gain

the Council awarded
contract* for improvement*
with state funds to George
St , Second St .

Clark, got
the contract on their low bid
of U0.791, but there were two
other bids cloae up, one at
$138 more and another at
$239 more Six contractors
bid.

The governing body had
less success on accpeting a
bid on four hand radios lor
the Fire Department.
Nicholas Smolney, business
administrator, submitted a
bid from Warner
Communications of $3,030,
even thought it was not the
low bid. in that Fire Chief
Henry Megill had found the
radios offered more suitable.
But Inman gained report
from Smolney that the other
bidder, Motorola, had
offered radios only 0.7 inch
wider. Inman felt this was so
small a difference that it did
not warrant bypassing a bid
$400 lower. Smolney
protested the Motorola
offering did not meet
specifications He reminded
Inman that Audio
distribution and audio output
had to be considered But
Inman gained support from
Councilman Rogers and
Stanley Jankowskl to table
the Warner bid over the
votes of Councilmen Thomas
O'Brien and J. Thomas
Craas to accept it.

Vail informed the Council
he had gained concession
from Conrail that the
walkover bridges, at the
NY4LBRR tracks at Henry
St. and Bordentown Aw.
were a Conrail concern, not

Tragedy left open a seat in

the second grade class )at
Sacred Heart School wHeiUt
opened yesterday after that
seat had been assigned to
Scott Pacanaky, aged 7, son
of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph
Pacansky, 127 Bertram
Ave., South Amboy. Scott
was struck by an auto 1:21
p.m. Monday on Bcdentown
Ave. ne»r Dayton St. He was
taken to South Amboy
Hospital by South Amboy
First Aid Squad, but died
from his injuries two hours
lat >r.

The boy was struck by a
car driven by Mildred
Rosslter. 41, of Franklin
Township, driving an auto
owned by the Church of St
Matthias, Somerset
Investigation into the
accident was still in progress
Tuesday Ptl. Steve
Malkiewicz was the officer
first at the scene and had the
child removed to the
hospital

The death of the boy is the
first fatality from a traffic
accident in South Amboy in
several years. The Pacansky
child was one of five persons
killed in auto accidents in
Middlesex County over the
three-day Labor Day

Scott born in Edison, had
resided in South Amboy for
seven years. '. e was a bat
boy for the Daylight Bakery
Little Fellows League.

Surviving are his parents,
four brothers Joseph,
Jeffery, Robert and Steven
all of South Amboy and his
maternal grandmother Mrs.
Julia Fritseger of Edison.
Funeral services were held
on Thursday from the
Kuriawa Funeral Home
followed by a mass of the
Angels at Sacred Heart
Church. Interment took
place at the Sacred Heart
Cemetery. Parlin.

Unemployed To Be Used In
Work on Barkalow Playground

Work (it completing he
barkalow St playground
will be performed by
unemployed persons
recruited from those out of
work in the city This was
decided Tuesday when
Councilman J. Thomas
Cross moved it as a way to
get out of the bind put upon
the Council whan two
seekings to contract the job
brought only bids well in
excess of $12,000, the fund
available for the work. John
Vail, law director,
confirmed It would be legal
to proceed in this way anda
necessity as the bonding
company would not help the
city if the uncompleted
project is allowed to
deteriorate any more.

The work is needed to
complete that part of the iob
that remained after Dick
Williams, Matswan, the
contractor, withdrew and
left it unfinished. The city
moved against the bonding
company underwriting his
contract, but Vail warned

MOVE ON SPEED
LIMIT FOR

S. PINE AVE
Two speed limit

regulations were reported by
John Vail, la* director,
Tuesday to be held up
because of delay on the part
of Say re vi lie to follow
through on jointure in the
measures. Vail advised the
council to proceed
independently until the
Sayreville Council responds
to a reminder from Alan
Bass, Middlesex County
Traffic Control Supervisor,
in these matters. But Vail
reported Tuesday he had
learned Sayreville had
noved on the S. Pine Ave.
matter.

The South Amboy Council
accordingly introduced an.
ordinance that sets the speed
limit on S. Pine Ave. from
Bui Jen tun» Ave. te Portia
St. at 36 miles an hour and
from Portia St. to the
Sayreville (Morgan) line at
40 mite per hour.

The Council could take no'
action on an ordinance to set
up speed-limit controls from-
the city line on Main St. near
the Garden State Parkway
entrance-exit in Sayreville to
the Main St. Extension on
Lower Main St. that
terminates at the Victory
Plata Circle. again
Sayrevil le . Question
remains on the limits In that
Main St. runs through a
nwidantial are* while Lower

St. mostly borders
wrkwd.

Councilman James Inman
asked what "is going on"
with respect to an addition
being put on South Amboy
Foodtown store on
Bordentown Ave. He said he

Inman also berated
Nicholas Smolney, the
business administrator, for
not having furnished htm
with a record on $11,000
worth of overtime in the
water department in 1975
after he had asked (or it two
months in a row. Inman
opined it waa time to amend
the administrative code as it
applied to the business
administrator's office.

Councilman Kenneth
Rogers called for a report on
motorcycles, vans and
trailers. He said a
motorcycle had damaged a
police car last weekend. And
he felt that non-enforcement
of the ordinance applying to
vans and house trailer could
account for the
accumulation of garbage
and a dog nuisance at the
end of town ne'ur the
waterfront.

The Council voted to
donate the old Mack fire
truck to Protection Engine
Co. over the objections of
Inmar, who insisted, it
should be kept in active use
under the charge of the Civil
Defense director.

Inman also demanded that
Smolney provide him with
data on the purchasing of
gas by operators of city
vehicles. Inman said there
was an understanding that
one vendor is to be used by
city vehicles in any one
month, but that he was
finding bills showing the
operators had gone to gas
stations of their own
choosing, that bill sfrorr two
or three vendors came in
during one month.

The councilman also
protested the high price
beinfi paid. He was
especially aroused that 71.»-
cent high test gas had gone
into a truck. And he found a
diversity of prices was being
paid for regular gaa when it
was being used.

The Council reversed itself
on a recommendation from s
consultant that it should
withdraw objections to
"dewatering" for the new
facility of the Middlesex
County Sewerage Authority
to go up tn Sayrevtlte. The
Councilmen recalled
warnings they had had about
deterioration that could
come to the Farrtngton
sands, a source of water for
the city, so were not ready to
accept stsuranoes that the
Sewerage Authority
operation would be without
harm to underground
supplies.

The Council retained
Went, AJlentown. to do the
art work on a veterans
monument to go up in the
mini-park on Broadway.

South Amboy Council
restored the work on the four
playing fields and the rest
rooms at the landfill to an
active project Tuesday altar
such work r*d been ordered
suspended Aug. 31 because
of excesaive vandalism
against such construction as
had bean done. Kilfoyle,
Woodbridge. had bean
directed to stop work on the
rest rooms, a $17,000 job, and
Justin Rosato, Matawan, the
electrician had bean ordered
to suspend preparation for
his $11,000 electrical
contract, a $30,000 project
stalled thereby.

. The councilmen ware in
disagreement whether they
had called for rebbidlnf the
work after they had received
oniv one bid Am. si on six
sets of specifications taken
out by contractors.' Fred
Kurtx, city engineer, had
ascribed the reluctance of
contractors to bid the work
on the field to the evidence of
damage wrought against
what had already been done.
Nicholas Smobey, business
administrator, said he had
not been ordered to rebtd.

Councilman Jamas Inman
averred the Council could
rebid now as he had
assurance from Mayor
Theodore Lewandoski that
a police officer would be
stationed in the landfill
nights B» a guard against the
vandals. And Inman opined
that this alto allowed
resumption of work by
Kilfoyle and Rosato. The
Council agreed.

James Holovacko,
president of the Uttle Fellas
League, decried the need of
posting a police of f tear In the
bndfUJ and called all the
talk of vaat damage
for. When Council I
Thomas O'Brien said it
time to "get tough" with the
vandals, Holovacko intaitid
there was a total
misconception of the
vandals, that he had taken
four small boys into custody
that day for mischief aad 1st
was sure they were not taa
type to do damage to etnas*
or steal work. As for the rest
rooms, Holovacko dacautd
Kilfoyle had left opaa a
section in the rear and that
waa the only way vandala
could have gotten Into tha
rest rooms as reports of
stripping locks on the doors
waa false. As for drtnfciag
parties and thefts by otttr
youths. Holovacko said tkfc
might exist on the Sayrevitte
stretch of the landfill but lit
knew of little about which to
talk in South Amboy.

Dixie Walker, district
awnerintendent, for JCP and
L listed the Feltus SI
awbalatlon and the Fourth St.

Walker found-some of the
activities of the vandals
eaougb to strain the
imagination He related that
taw utility had put protective
acreening around a major
transformer at the Feltus St.

Semienski acknowledged
that ttie E H. Werner station
in South Amboy had been
kept safe from vandalism.
Chief Sweeney admitted
there had been trouble* at
the 8»yreville Generating
Station, but the youtha who
h»d interfered with JCP and
L employees from a wooded
hantfflut had been dispersed.

It was a JCP and L view
that the two municipalities
could organise their citisens
into a vandalism patrol.
Chief Sweeney allowed that
CB radio licensees might be
used, but he shied away from
the idea of untrained persons
"playing police". Mayor
Ctarnikowaki acknowledged
that Sayreville was studying
how volunteer help could be
used, but acknowledged it
waa a problem of many
facets. He pledged that if it
should ever come to be JCP
and L will get the benefit of
it.

Chief O'Leary and Chief
Sweeney agreed there was a
"way of working" for both
departments with respect to
the South Amboy water
works despite the
constitutional problem of its
location in Sayreville Chief
Sweeney said it was hard for
Sayreville patrols to get
around there by a circuitous
route, but, that, when South
Amboy officers did check out
the area, it was on a basis
agreed upon by both
departments. But even here,
it waa admitted, the forces of
vandalism seemed to
outnumber the police on
patrols who could be sent
into the area.

There was a ground of
common view, that of
showing by JCP and L of
safety motion pictures
depicting the injuries and
deaths that can come from
the shooting down of
overhead wires, Semienski
said they would be shown to
PTA groups and the police
are arranging to have them
shown in schools. But Chief
Sweeney felt the program of
education against vandalism
and its dangers to the
perpetrators would take a
while to become effective
and that it would not take
away the need for inter
department Jointure with the
utility in the war on the
vandals.

Councilman J. Thomas
Croaa called for including in
the "educational11 program
brochure showing the
parents what it waa coating
them in higher electric bills
for the depredations of their
youngsters.

The conference ended with
assurance from Mayor
Csernikowaki there would be
another Conference before
long to check up on the
efficiency of what was
undertaken on both sides.

Holovacko reminded
him that Jankowaki had
criticiied the police for
failing to atop out-ofeownsrs
in vans coming down John
St. towards the landfill.
Holovacko said the police
could not stop people on

"KT Jankowski retorted
that he meant what he said
about suspicious van loads
and sports cars of youtha
coming down John St., that
these wore not §4 year old
boys headed for the landfill.
He insisted there was reason
for more than halt tolling
unruly youtha to go home',
O'Brien and Councilman
Kenneth Rogers agreed
there waa enough to bring
the youtha into court when of
a drinking age, even though
the workings of the Juvenile
conference committee
prohibited indentification of
the early teen age offenders.

Holovacko reminded them
that an attempt to get an
ordinance to stand up that
would have required the
parents to oav for damage
brought by their sons had
been tried and would not
stand up. But O'Brien had
more faith in what had been
attempted.

An even more strident
issue was raised by Peg
Regan, head of the Girls
Softball League. A letter was
read from league managers
criticixing the Council for
having agreed to a change
about in the location of the
girla softball field at a June
meeting, only to have the
final Aug. 5 specifications
retaining the location
existing. She blamed
Jankowski for the change of
specifications by Fred
Kurtz, the city engineer.

Jankowaki retorted that it
waa his interest that had
gotten the girls softball
league under way five years
ago and that it had always
been his prime concern to
get the arrangements on the
playing field set up with the
safety of the girls at first
issue. He said he was
influenced by the danger of
hard hit balls coming over
the fence from the Little
League field to put all girls
playing on the left side of the
diamond in danger Inman
and Rogers, as baseball
players and officials of land
standing, agreed with
Jankowski

Mrs. Regan would have
none of it, she declared the
existing setup endangered
girls M trying to catch
softballa with a Dialing sun
blinding them. She said the
letter submitted was one
formed at a meeting of all
members of the girls softball
league and it had not been
signed because there would
have been ao large a number
of aignaturea as to be
overdone.

Inman retorted he would
never have allowed the
unsigned letter to get place
in the official records. The
Council, aa a whole, declined
to give her request for a
revamping of apeclficaUons
before braa were taken a
chance, aa only interminably
delaying the work that there
would be no fields ready
whan the 1977 aeaaon cornea
about.
