Chester Zamorski,

" Principal of the South

Amboy Elementary School
announced today that the
South Amboy school has
boen selected as (ne of the
378 schools throughout the
country to be part of a
natiouwide  study of
compensatory  education.
Mr. Zamorski said that this
is the largest and most
thorough study of basic
education every undertaken.
The Major of the
study s to try to find out
which kind of compensatory
education is most effective
in improving children’s
reading and mathematics
skills. The schools in the
study are a representative
sample of the nation's
schools. In the fall and
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spring, all children in the
school will be given
achievement tests in readi
and mathematics, a test
practical achievement, and
a measure of their attitudes
toward reading and
mathematics. Data will also
be collected on the amount
and kinds of instruction
received by students, as well
as the instructional
practices of school
personnel. Data will be
collected for three
mcce;ldlivelyuu 0 th;et
longitudinal progress can
determined.

In reporting results, both
the schools’ .and the
participants’ confidentially
will be assured by a svstem
whereby each participant is
identihied by number, and
the names of the students
involved are held at the
school. Mr. Zamorski said,
“Under this system, the
school has the names of
participants, while the
research organization has
the student 1dentification
