High School Would
Need Voter O.K.
Kven if the city gets the

total $5,910,500 in federal
funds sought by the South
Amboy Board of Education
to erect a high school on the
landfill, that no city tax
monies go into the project at
all, there will till have to be
public approval of the
project in a referendum. And
John Hulsart, Board
President, affirmed that if
rhf> Board gets a partial
grant, such as $4 million and
the rest has to be raised by
bonding, there will be a
referendum.

This information was
obtained by Thomas
Levandoski, a Board
member, when he raised
