MAYOR BACKS SMOLNEY, RETRACTS
COUNCIL TALK OF DEC. 30 PAYDAY

A showdown meeling on 4
lasting decision as to whether
city workcrs shall draw a
pay Dec. 30 is to be held
"'soon as ible'' at the
direction of Mayor Theodore
ma%i.ulﬁow&wil
agreed sboul y thing
on which they did agree
Tuesday.

The pay issue appeared to
have been resolved Oct. 12
when a gathering of
Counciimen James Inman,
J. Thomas Cross and
Kenneth Rogers assured a
gathering of  disturbed
workers -that there was
money available, either as

an accrual (rom past years
ot in the 1976 t itself,
according ‘to Inman, to do
somethm. The lem was
said 10 be the legal right to
transfer. But

'l‘ueu:‘r.
Mayor Lewandoski would
have none of it. He heid the
Oct. 12 had gone
ond the cautions given by
Nicholas Smolney, business
administrator, that it could
not be done. The mayor
declared that the city
treasurers, Wayne Meszaros
and Richard Servis, backed
ur Smolney's contention that
all 1976 salary ocbligations
terminated with the Dec. 16
pay. The mayor then
disclosed that, in order to
meet the necessities of the
law, a line item for
“previous year salaries’
md go lgteo tg:':?g%oury
: et to be adopted Jan. |
30 that there couid b a
payday Jan. 3.
mayor opined this pa
would be based on suc
accrugl as had developed in
yoars back to 1988, likely six
days, but that it would spare
the employees a four weeks
pay lapse until Jan. 13. He
added that employees wouid
get their raises, reiroactive
fo-Jan. 1, 1976, on Oct. 21,
and, having this warning,
could harbor some of these

monies against the fod
after Dec. 18 ayor
Lewgndoski  emphasized
there was no 1 way
added pays could made
out of the 1976 budget and

said he had the backing of
John Valil, the city law
director in this.
The m&:ltg he had
protests

Inman declared this was
why he and Rogers would
have no part in the
finalization m on the
budget and voted againat its
adoption. As for the $28.000
necded for the payroll each
two weeks payday, Inman
repeated is  Ocl. 12
assertion it was “hidden" in
the budget. Inman said his
study of Smolney's
worksheets showed $30,000
had been put in the water
section, in caée::m‘A did
not continue a June %
and the city had to take over
for six months the pay of
CETA workers no longer
paid from federal funds.

Councilman Stanley
Jankowski immediately
accused Inman of a
distortion. charged Inman
knew full well the money
was mostly for meeting a
$16,000 salary for the water
superintendent. He said
there was only one
additional  job Inman
retorted that Jankowski
knew full well there were
other i i"Pro?autiomry"
a tions for payi
ngp workers from Julyn‘l
to Dec. 31 that are salary
accruals in the budget.
