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Atrocious Assault Here
“Linked to Murder In Perth

An attempt al a crime with
murderous aspects in South
Amboy 3:5 a.m.  Friday,
brought about he
apprehension by South
Amboy police of Jesse
G:uzman, 23, Perth Amboy,
who was then tied by Perth
Ambhoy Police and
Middlesex County detectives
to the slaying in Perth
“mboy Oct. 31st of 76 {lelr
old Annette O'Donnell. Mrs.
“Donnell was beaten to
death. From interrogation of
Guzman, another 23 year old
Perth Amboyan, Bruce M.
Anderson, was also tied to
the O'Donnell murder.

Capt. Leroy Kurtz and
Det. Raymond Durski,
together with Perth Amboy
Detecive Patrick Fox and
County Detective Casmir
smerecki gained account,
after long questioning, of
tuzman movements the
night of Nov. 5. The murder
suspect admitted he had
been drinking at a South
Amboy bar and left at
closing time to walk out to
the highway to get a ride
back to Perth Amboy by
hitchhiking. He had no car.
His walk took him past the
Raymond Nebus residence,
244 N Feltus St.

HO Saw & hgnt 1 tne Nebin
house and Mrs. Nebus lying
on a couch, Hc tried an
inside front door and found
he could get in. But the noise
aroused the Nebuses and
seeing Mrs. Nebus was
joined by her husband and
daughtrer  Mary Lou,
(ruzme n made his way to the
kitchen where he seized a
frving pan in which food was
cooking. Giving battle, he
beal Raymond Nebus into
semi-consciousness, with the
frying pan, but Mrs. Nebus
broke away to get to a
neighbor’'s house to call
police and the daughter's
outcry and the sound of
struggle with her father was
more than Guzman had
anticipated.
