SETS $3 DOG LICENSE FEE

South Amboy Board of
Health will review and act
upon a dog and cat control
contract with Somersel
County Humane Society at
its reorganization meetling
slated for next Monday.
Nicholas Smolney, business
administrator, reports the
Somerset agency is
amendable to a renewal at
$200 per month. The dog
warden agency will send its
equipment at least five days
per week lo pick up dogs and
cats running loose, by terms
of the new contract. .

The License fee for dogs
remains at $3 this year with
30 cents 1oin¢ to the state.
There will be no distinction
made between neutered and
unneutered dogs, such as
former Councilman Kenneth
Rogers suggested for last
year. Smoiney suggests that
& $1.10 addition to the license
fee next year would make
the operation self-
sustaining, but he allows a
surplus accumulated in the
Dog Trust aliows for holding
to a lesser figure.

Increasingly,
today’s consumers are voicing
their opinions about the prod-
ucts they purchase. [n tumn,
companise are actively in-
volved in resolving these com-
plaints, and in fact, encourage
psople to write letters. Here
are some guidelines for writ-

ing a complaint \etier:

1 Write 10 the company's
Conaumer Affaira Depart
maent. (Include your name, ad-
dress, and the dase.) Pecple in
this department are sincerely
interestad in understanding
and resolving your problem.

2. Isacribe the problem,
includiag the name of the
product invoived. Be factual,
and svold the emo‘ional ap-
proach.

3 State how the product
was used If » laundry prod-
uct is involved, describe your
laundry procedures, including
the name and amount of de-
tergent used, waber
ture, and the fiber condent
of any dam garment.
far, sending germent
your complaint is the bast
thing to do.

4. Keep copies of your
correspondence. Be patient
for a responee. However, if
you don't receive an snswer,
ask your local Better Business
Bureau or your state .
ment's Department of Con-
sumaer Affairs for help.
