from asbestos used in the
composition of a ceiling.

The Board was notified
of the condition Thursday.
John Olexa, superintendent
said he had ordered two
strips taken from the ceiling
in the coach's office and
locker room of the high
school to have the
composition analyzed as to
asbestos content. The
superintendent Mid this was
the only place throughout the
schools that asbestos was
believed to be a part of the
ceiling composition. Some
asbestos may also be in use
in the boiler room fixtures,
but this area is not available
to the students

John Kuhn, building and
grounds chairman,
commented that the ceiling
from which the stripping is
being taken is 15 ft. hkh, so
the air space being subiect to
any particulates of asbestos
is much greater than the
areas of Howell schools
where the asbestos infusion
was reported with resultant
fears among parents of
cancer seeding agents
getting into the air their
children breath at school.

assistance, free summer
schools, extra counseling,
specialised small classes,
snd individualized programs
for those in difficulty It will
assure extra State finances
to make this possible '

Some advocates of the
"diploma test" openly admit

that their purpose is to limit
the number of students who
get diplomas, the NJEA
REVIEW reports Students
of leaser ability would have
to settle for a "certificate of
attendance." The NJEA
REVIEW opposes this
approach.

"We have seen too many
students whisked out of
graduation lines because
they hadn't cut their hair or
because they couldn't climb
a rope fast enough" the
NJEA REVIEW comments
"We don't need to compound
these situations with a last
minute pass-fail test.''

If the State feels it must
act. the NJEA HE VIEW
urges that the focus be
placed on the needs of the
students. Then, the editorial
comments, a test may not be
