never expended during the
course of 1976

Smolney dechned to
specify how he [elt the
$184.012 should be applied
publicly. even though he
gave the Council a facsimile
of s 1deas He explained
this was only because -the
cily lucked yet the formal
nolice of confirmation {rom
the State Department of
Commumity  Affairs.
Councilman Richard Schultz
ook a skeplical view of the
Council taking Lhese funds
into account in drafling the
municipal hudget when it
had no formal letter of
assurance this was the
amoun! the city would get.
But Mayor J. as (ross
fell a telephoned word from
Trenton could be depended
upon. (‘ross held it could be
ireely applied to upheer and
repa{r of the city hali. but
Smolney admitted he felt
uneasy about maki an
rarly assignment of the
lunds to sewer department

needs. :
Cross admitted the Council
vad to be aware of duplicate
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iallotment in transters last
year, noting specifically
$24.40 put in for a data
processing machine but used
otherwise, slso $900 diverted
lrom park and recreation.

Cross (et the Council this
year should clear away with
revenue uharin1 funds bills
that had been left hanging
for four or five years. Some
were sizeable, he admitted,
such as $1,400 for Campbell
Supply Co.  for fire
equipment. But most were to
local vendors in smaller
amounts, he noted.

Schultz  expressed
amazement at this He
questioned why (ross had
been on the Council for two
yeurs and had let this go on,
even thovgh former
Councilmen James Inman,
Kenneth Rogers and Stanley
Jankowski were in partisan
control. Schultz felt the then
Mayor William O'Leary
could very well have refused
1o sign vouchers for the
councilmens’ own pay, to
make the councilmen use the
monies Lo cover accounts in
the hudget overexpended
that resulted in local
businessmen not getting
small bills owed them paid.

'russ explained some of
tte ils were for items
never sanctioned by the

revious Councils, such as

ills run up by individuals in
small amounts, like a $14 bill
for a midmght lunch by
municipal workers on a
mghttime snow clearance
job Councilman Noble felt
there was no excuse for the
former councilmen not to

" have honored bills to meet

the hunger of workers doing
a long \rek on an emergency
job, even if there was no
authorization ofr the
cxpenditure. Cross no'ed the
real mistake was not to have

t a legally pronounced
imit on such expenditures

“such as $3 per man for a

snack at a diner.

Schuitz wanted to know
how much of the $182,312
alloted in prior budgets had
been expended and how
much was reserved for
ex ing in 1977. Smolney
vaid he would have Lo reckon
it up but felt it was not overly
significant, nor a factor
derived of this year's
budget. But Schullz insisted
it be clarified.

With none of the public
present to raise questions or
make objections, il was felt
the hearing could be
terminated and the Council
could go into private session
with Smolney on i8
recommendations for use of
revenue sharing in the
budget being formulated.

Public education 1n South
Amboy should emphasize
the three R's. ‘reading.
writing and ‘rithmatic’™, by
results of the Thorough and
Efficient (TkE) goals for
schools conclave conducled
by Robert Bloodgood,
curriculum coordinator of
city schools, at the behest of
the State Department of
Education. In apportioning.
state aid from new income
lax revenues, the State
Department of Education

directed the tests to
determine r goals for
the educational process in

each individual community
should be determined that
the allotment of funds can be
related to them.

It was desired that the
T&E determination should
be a composite of views of a
panel of the community
chosen to gﬂ persons to
serve who had from high
educational attainments to
those without any or few at
the best. The panel was to be
made up without regard to
economic statug,
employment, religious
affiliation, race, sex, age,
ethnic origins or even law-
abiding background of those
serving, an entire cross-
section of community feeling
was the objective.
