What would
force them to be deaignad
uvecaUod, Cleary explained,
would be allowing drain
water that should be carried
off in storm sewers to be
drained into regular sewer
lines. Cleary called Step I of
the work of the South Bay
Collection system in South
Amboy this checkup on the
effluent of drain waters.

That done in South Amboy
and elsewhere in the South
«jy Collection System, the
work of design could be
undertaken as Step II in the
assurance that all
components can be
calibrated to handle
estimated regular sewerage
needs only. Then will come
Step III, construction.
Cleary assured the Council
membais that 7ft per cent of
the coat would likely be
covered by the US Housing
and Urban Development
agency (HUD).
