Brunswick, as attorney for
Tarallo, on the basis of a
ruling b_; Superior Court
Judge Trautwein in a
Rutherford case Jan. 30,
1976, in whichthe appointive
or elective process had to be
restricted to filling the
vacancy with a person of the
same political affiliation as
