TAX FOR MUNICIPAL PURPOSES
PUT INTO AMENDED BUDGET

Council President Thomas
O'Brien e x p r e s s e d
satisfaction at the end of the
public hearing on the 1977
municipal budget Thursday
that amendments introduced
to it would effectively koep
down the tax rate. But the
amending of the budget
brought in an appropriation
for a local municipal tax,
$•0,080. There was none last
year. The added tax plus
stepping up Anticipated
Revenues from Gross
Receipts Taxes by $33,528.83
to $1,573,640.06 offsets a rise
in Total General
Appropriations by $§9,978.78
to $2,672,807.16 from the
budget as presented by the
Mayor, Mar. 2 to its
amending by the Council,
Mar. 10.

But Councilman O'Brien's
satisfaction that added
needs had been so handily
met taxwise was shattered
when word w u conveyed to
him before the public
hearing closed that State
Commissioner of Education
Fred Burke w u about to
order the South Amboy
Board of Education to put
$400,000 more tax
requirements In its 1977-78
school budget to allow for
busing Grades 54 to a school
to be rented in Spotswood.
Mayor J. Thomas Cross and
the Council members gasped
in disbelief that such a big
added impost w u being put
on taxpayers in the city.

Public hearing on the
amended budget is next
Monday. Signal Items of
increase are a new
appropriation of $11,200 for
the annual audit; raking
expenses for the Planning
Board from $975 to 88,678;
$40,000 instead of 820,000 for
repair of buildings with an
Increase in Salaries from

Buildings and Grounds;
Shade Tree Commission

hiked from $7.5oo to lio.ouo,
$22,510 new item in Fire
Department . Other
Expenses; the Library
getting $6,350 more at
$46,350; $20,500 new item for
Purchase of Public Works
Equipment. Some cuts were
made. Other Expenses for
the Department of Finance
went down from $12,000 to
$800, Unclassified, Salary
Settlement-hourly rate,
dropped from $15,000 to
$5,000; Revenue Sharing,
Division of Roads, Other
Expenses, reduced from
$6,596.51 to $2,C95.51.

Total salaries, formerly at

Expenses In total, formerly
at $872,985.96 go up to
8925,045.95.

It's been some time since I ve appeared on these pages,
for reasons that I haven't quite resolved for myself but that
includes laxineas, other commitment*, lack of time, etc , etc.

Periodically, I run into people, usually strangers, who
comment that they've enjoyed reading this column I'm
always pleased and then realize how much I've missed

ting ...so, after a chat with our editor, JRW, who hangs
y loose about topics and deadlines for would-be

niata, and with your kind consideration, this column
will appear; perhaps weekly, perhaps on a more scattered
basis. And, I want to thank Mr Charles Steuber, the last
"stranger" who had nice things to say about my previous
work, for giving me the final initiative to start again!

Michael Nagle. former superintendent of public works
for South Amboy, died on Feb. 17,1977 He was BO years old
and had lived a rich and full life Anyone who's lived in this
town for more than IS years knew about him: that he was a
civic leader, a founder of the local fire department, an oral
historian in fact, a local institution.

I too, knew him as all of the above, but, over the last few
years, had developed a deep friendship and loved him for the
gentle man that he was, who, in his advanced years, retained
full mental capacity, courtly charm and a devastating sense

As a reporter for the CITIZEN, more than to years ago, I
waa writing about Mike before I met him. Aa 1 recall, he was
formally retiring as superintendent of public works
(although he remained a conr'ltant to that body for some
years) and his colleagues were planning a testimonial
dinner. I was writing the advance publicity. It was some time
later, in the foundling days of the South Amboy Historical
Society, that we finally met, and 1 admit, on my part, it was
"tow at first sight

I regret that I didn't visit him as often as I <*houJd have,
but we did get together at least six times a year Our last visit
was some six weeks before his death, and his opening
comment to me was "Well, did you bring your pad and
pencil; what do you want to know about South Amboy?" And
he smiled in amusement.

His memory was uncanny and, before his failing eyesight
and hearing prevented him from attending meetings, he
provided the South Amboy Historical Society with numerous
and accurate accounts of South Amboy events, some dating
back to the turn of the century

He "was there" at the Morgan Explosion. As a fire chief
he remained in the vicinity of City Hall, and when the New
York newspapers started to call, it was Mike who was able to
comment on the events taking place. He recalled the town
when one of its biggest industries was the terra cotta works
and remembered that a whole contingent of Italian artisans
had come to South Amboy to work there. He recalled John
Street as a boulevard, favored as a walking and meeting
place on Sunday afternoons, and the dancing pavilion in the
area of lower Henry Street.

Some time ago. the City Council discussed naming the
Water Works Park in Mike's and the late Charles
Thompson's honor I don't recall whether formal action was
taken, but if not, it seems fittingly appropriate now There
are many residents who kiddingly remavk that "Mike Nagle
knew where every water connection existed in this town, and
he carried all the information in his head."

Mike Nagle was a man who made a lasting, positive,
impression on me I will long remember him for his
friendship and warmth, for his knowledge and the ability to
snare it, and I'm glad that I knew him instead of just knowing
him.

At his funeral. Kr Cioffi said that when the rest of us get
to where Mike is now. he'll be waiting to catch ut up on all the
news that happened until our arrival how true!
