"vandalism, loitering and
littering" publicized by two

Provocations such as the

smashing out of plate glass
windows in stores were
related to the call for action

Kopystecky wanted it
understood the move was nut
a self-serving one for
Broadway businessmen
atone He found Broadway in
better shape than Stevens
Ave,, where, he declared,
storekeepers have boarded
up their places in total
discouragement rather than
endure further harassment
and property damage at the
hands of vandals He wanted
to know if it is seriously a
fac* that "juveniles run the
city
Dailey wanted to know why

the names of minors caught
in acts of wantonness and
destruction are not
published in releases from
the police on criminal
activity Mayor J Thomas
Crow referred the matter to
Clark Convery, taw director,
who explained the legal
#eatrtettaM against putting
in the nfedia the names of
juveniles detected in crime
as putting a mark of
degredation on them for life

The mayor felt it was too
much kike a revolving door.
the sending of (he
miscreants to the County
Juvenile court Chief
Edward OLeary, South
Amboy police agreed, saying
thai the young offender is
likely to be out on probation
and back in South Amboy
before the police officer who
look him to New Brunswick
is back in this city But
Convery defended the work
of the county judges as
tempered with compassion
•iftder a weighty load of duly

Mayor Cross opinioned the
only thing to be done was for
the citizens to write their
legislators about the
leniency in the laws as he
could see little the local
police and the county
authorities can do. The
mayor also advised citizens
to sign complaints on their
own when they cannot get
the police on the scene in
time to act against a
predator.

This did not satisfy the
next two speakers One
submitted a petition of 33
signers from MtchanicsviUe
which Is published in total
context elsewhere in this
newspaper. The petitioner
wanted to know about more
police protection. She could
not see now a lone officer
walking a beat-on Broadway
could be of any help in a
crime emergency in
Mechantcsvtlle.

Sh» was told that the police
force comprises 24 'men.
ltoy«r Cms fell there would
bt money for two more
policemen and some
SUHtoMl patrol ears. Chief

o lA'ary waii asked about
how the force had been built
up He said there were 17
men 20 years ago against 24
now

Joseph Orzulski, a Rutgers
student, resident on
Catherine St., was one
protestor who would not
calm He demanded to know
why parking was controlled
on Conlogue and Bertram
Avenues, not on Catherine
St, that drinkers from a
nearby night spot could
commit nuisances and
depredations through the
night against residents on
Catherine St He also asked
why police gave preference
to protecting the other two
streets from drunken
loiterers but did nothing for
his street Mayor Cross hotly
denied the insinuation of
preferment

Urxulaki also wanted to
know why South Amboy
M e m o r i a l H o s p i t a l
employees r*ould tie up the
whole area all day with their
parking The mayor told him
an agreement has b»en
reached that day with the
hospital whereby a house it
owns, la being torn down to
provide 40 off-street parking
rots for its employees The
Mayor said he had pledges
from the hospital authorities
that they would correct the
remaining parking problem
around their institution

Orzulski wanted to know
why young toughs could
stone citizens houses and
pound basketballs against
them all night in reprisal for
complaints Capt James
Tedescu told him the
complained about night club
owner had permitted use of
h& parkin* lot in off hours to
relieve the situation about
the hospital

Orzulski got support from
some other resident* near
him. The Mayor decided the
only way out was to form a
committee of aggrieved
citizens to work with
himself, some council
members and the Chief of
Police on the vandalizing
problem.

But there was trouble with
dogs, too. Douglas Halton
described the dangerous
situation on George St. from
dog packs let loose by
owners who had no concern
about them and he was
strongly seconded by a
woman who described how
her children were put in
terror by six dogs let run at
large by a next door
neighbor M*re complaint*
came In from other areas.

Councilman Robert Noble
said he was head of the
Board of Health and that he
was distressed that theae
matters had not been
brought to his attention. He
declared he would get after
both the health Inspector and
the Somerset County
Humane Society to find out
why the dof warden waa not
taking things better in hand.

Transportation has given
final approval for the new
.stop-go light and parking
setup for Stevens Ave. and
Augusta St with the
exception of the placement
of a few signs, (apt Robert
Kelly, acting traffic safety
officer of South Amboy
Police Department, reports
There has been a reduction
of the no parking setbacks
from the corners to 50 ft. OD
all sides except in front of St
Mary's High School where it
remains at 200 ft.

Capt. Kelly states thiit an
apt roach to the enforcement
of parking and ->ther
restrictions will be made in
three stages The first will be
an announcement from the
pulpit of St. Mary's Church
to the parishoners of how
they must stay back from
the area in front of the
Church during services An
allowance of one parking
space into the "no parking"
zone in front of thr Church
for funerals and weddings is
only to be used at the
direction of the priest.

The second phase will be
announcement in *he Citizen
of the offkial regulations to
apply at the intersection. It
will emphasize that there
shall be no stopping or
standing in the "no parking"
zones, even for a minute.
And it will also be pointed
out that a pedestrian wishing
to cross Stevens Ave. must
push the Walk button
This will give an extended
red against vehicles
approaching on that street.

Oumptttr Use Protested
By Garbage Firm

A call-in by the Council to
Eugene Conlon. head ol
Jersey Sanitation Co.. about
shortcomings in garbage
collections by that firm
resulted Monday in
something of a reverse
admonition by Conlon to the
governing body about
conditions affecting garbage
collection in the city that will
have to cease.

Conlon explained such
lapses in garbage collection
as had occured were
accountable to a fire at
J e r s e y S a n i t a t i o n
headquarters that consumed
80 percent of the garbag"
area for trucks and badly
damaged the two knubnose
trucks assigned to South
Amboy He related that
repairs to the trucks and the
buying of an auxiliary
vechile was bringing
collection service in the city
back to normal. Conlon set 2
160,00b figure on the new
truck.

On the score of damage to
containers by collectors
Uangin§ them against the
metal flanges of ihe garbage
truck, Conlon explained
there was not much that
could be done about it in the
winter months, when the
garbage freezes into the
recepticles, that it is the only
way to Jar the refute loose
ana get it out. Conlon blamed
the inadequate gauge of the
metal used in the making of
moit garbage cans for the
trouble. He expects much
law trouble with getting the
refute out of cans now that
summer it coming.

Councilman Robert Noble
reported about complaints
coming in about the garbage
truck tigtagging back and
forth across Broadway in

making collections between
6 a m . and 8 a.m.
constituting a traffic hazard
to people driving their cars
to work at that hour. Noble
protested any long
continuance of travel by the
garbage truck on the wrong
side of the street. Conlon
admitted police had given
his driver a caution about
this.

Noble, as president of the
Board of Health, added that
he had t2 phone calls about
ihe dijnptters at. the
waterfront being made
available for useage on
S a t u r d a y . C o n l o n
acknowledged that he had
inadvisedly accepted a
condition for emptying the
two dumpsters when taking
a collection contract in South
Amboy five years ago. He
said that the practice of
stuffing the dumpsters was
now resulting In hits handling
eight dumptter loads a
week, some of which, ho far:
sure, are from outsiders
sneaking their refuse in
because there are no
dumpsters provided In their
towns.

Conlon related that Global
Landfill, Sayreville, with
whom he contracts at a
volume rale for the dumping
of Soutb Amboy garbage,
was now billing him for the
added dumpster refuse.
Conlon figured it is now
costing him about 127,090 a
year for which he can get no
recompense under his
contract with South Amboy.
He warned, however, that
South Amboy must go out for
bids on a renewal of the
garbage contract in 18
months, and, If the provision
