Hulsart explained the
budget as originally drawn
had shown only a 4.2 percent
increase in keeping with the
5 percent allowed by the
legislature for public bodies
until the Board was hit with
the order to add $347,600 for
busing grades 5-8 to

Olexa added that two
trailers to provide four
additional classrooms at
John St. must be leased at
$14,100 a year. And $8,000 la

allowed for additional busing
because once a school
district buies over Us
boundaries, it must provide
transportation for pupils
who wish to attftna a
parochial or private school
within 30 miles of his or her
home. This was admitted to
be a moat unpredictable
figure

Councilman Richard
SchulU was critical of a
125.000 salary figure for a
principal at Spotswood. He
felt it was "a lot of money"
for the duties involved. But
he was advised that Burke
had mandated it.

It was noted that there had
been a net drop of $2,000 in
total federal and state aid
from the current year. Olexa
explained this to be an
offshoot of the confusion that
existed in Trenton sfter the
income tax was adopted At
the time, every district was
assured $#.000 But next
year it is apportioned, and
South Amboy drops down to
$40,uoo. And, whereas the
$48,000 was spread over six
months, the $4u,00u will span
ten months. It is a mandated
program for special services
in reading and math

The superintendent found
»t an inequity based on
facilities-*nd personnel for
such services whereby
Metuchen gets five times as
much, Sayrevt'le 44 times
as much and Cranbury nine
times as much But he found
there would be help for South
Amboy in an allotment of
1139,245 for special
programs and $89,824 for
Compensatory Education
under the "thorough and
e f f i c i e n t " i T A E )
equalization plan whereby
the city schools would get
monies to bring them up to a
desired standing in reading
and mathematics already
attained by opulent district*
like Cranford and Union. He
noted South Amboy would
have to make at least 65
percent trf the goal.

Councilman O'Brien
questioned the Insurance
and Judgement* account, up
$20,000 to $68,000 in two
years. H* was assured the
Board lias no significant
litigation, that it represented
increases in items like Blue
Crow insurance premiums
going up with each new set of
salary negotiations.

There was question about
Contracted Services for
renovations of schools
dropping down from $160,329
in 1975-76 to $33,000 in the
coming year. Olexa
explained the $142,000
restored the Board from an
$183,000 cut in the 1975-76
budget had been received
after July 1. 1975, so il
defrayed contracts entered
into for such work as an
original appropriation
without showing up in such
new work as provided in the
next year. As far an the city
went, he noted, it was a
matter of raising $70,000 for
the end of i t n and another
$70,000 for the first six
months of 1976, but atl within
one school fiscal year.

Hulsart called the cut*
made by the 197ft Council
"outrageous" from which
the Board was saved by the
intervention of the state. Ho
felt sure that the attitude of
the present Council was
-amicable' and that there i

would be no more ouch
depleting of funds as was
forced on the Board by the
demands of one individual.
He was assured the present
Council was aware of the
Board's responsibiMties and
would try to compensate for
them.

The meeting wound up
with agreement of each side
to name two members, to
meet with the mayor, to
reach figures agreeable to
both sides

Capt Leroy Kurtz. South

Amboy police, said Tuesday
that there had been no
substantial changes in police
procedures in the city as a
result of the Apr. S filing of a
petition and protests against
vandalism in the city. He
stated there had been no
increase of manpower use in
the Mechanicsville area but
that the timing of the patrol
that watci;«s that part of the
city had been stepped up, to
make it run through the area
at closer time intervals. The
Broadway foot patrol
continues unchanged

He also found no changem
the number of complaints to
come in nor need to make an
arrest for an inictable
offense since April 5 in the
six days ensuing

On the score of drug
offenses, Capt. Kurtz stated
there had been one arrest in
the past week. Peter Kenny
took into custody April 6,
James S Kendrish, South
Amboy and Stanley
Kaczorowski, Sayreville, on
less than 25 grams
marijuana charges. The
officers found four units on
search of a car in which the
pair were parked at
Broadway and David St.
Kendrish was put under $500
bail on a charge of
possession with intent to
distribute. Kaczorowski was
released on his own
recognizance as driver' of the
oar.

Capt. Kurtz confirmed the
police will continue to
enforce the marijuana
statute as it now stands
despite the diversity of views
and action in Trenton as to
whether marijuana should
be decriminalized in New
Jersey.

Protests about parking in
the area around South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
have eased, he noted, since
hospital employees are
making substantial use of
the Colonel's Garter parking
lot. The management of the
night spot has offered the lot
for such use in the daytime
when the place is not open
for business. Capt. James
Tedesco reported at the Apr.
5 Council meeting such an
arrangement had been
effected by the traffic
department.

South Amboy Board of
Education organized for the
1977-7B school year April 6 on
a split vote basis whereby
John M Hulsart, was re-
ekcted president and Bruce
Richmond, a former Board
president, became vice-
president. They were 6*3
choices in which Richard J.
O'Brien, a newly sworn in
member, joined Thomas
Levandoski and Edmund
Kaboski in voting against
Hulsart and Richmond and
for the election of
Levandoski as president and
Kaboski as vice-president.

Judith Warn, a former
member sworn in to renew
her place on the Board,

South Amboy sustained
the larger percentage drop
in assessed valuations in one
year of any municipality in
M i d d l e s e x C o u n t y ,
according to figures recently
released by the Middlesex
County Board of Taxation.
The assessor s duplicate for
1977 showed city valuations
of $100,324,282, which is
$584,318 below what was
reported for 1976. This is an
0.6 percent decline. No other
municipality sustained more
than an 0,2 percent decline.

The drop ir ratables,
combined with an Increase
in school taxes from 114
million In 1976 to $1.6 million
this year, a three percent
rise in county taxes and a
$60,000 municipal impost
presages a substantial
increase in property taxes
this year. It Is presumed to
be offset by rebates from the
state income levy.

The plan calls for
construction of a 100,160 a$>
ft msln supermarket
building and a 13,088 to. ft,
satellite building.

Bicylce owners, who will
participate in the program
on a voluntary basis, will be
asked to complete a simple
triplicate form at the time
their bicycle frames are
marked with a die-stamped
coded number. The owner
will be given one copy of the
form, while the duplicate
and triplicate will be filed
n u m e r i c a l l y a n d
alphabetically in the police
department.

"Presently," Capt
Tedesco emphasised,
"recovering a lost or stolen
bicycle can involve a long
process of investigation if
the bicycle is located beyond
municipal boundry lines
The uniform registration can
eliminate much of the
recovery time.

"Each participating
municipality will have its
own code number similar to
a zip code, which will be part
of the number coded on the
bicycle frame. Upon loss or
theft, a uuick check of the
code nttmber and a call to a
ne ighbor ing po l ice
department to check their
registration files, will
facilitate Identification and
subsequent return of the
bicycle *

In New Jersey, Middlesex
County is the first to have a
uniform registration
program and. if the
MlTSOA successfully
enrolls -ill local
municipalities, it may

become a mode) program for
the entire state. Contact
your local police to
determine if they are
participating in the county-
wide registration program.

"We feel so strongly about
the uniform registration
program being the most
effective way to quickly
recover lost and stolen
bicycles, ' Capt. Tedesco
concluded, "that, within a
year's time, we hope the rest
of the state will adopt the
program."

The MCTSOA program is
patterned in part after a
successful state-wide
program initiated a year ago
in California, reputedly the
state with most bicycles per
capita, which is adminatered
there by the California
Department of Motor
Vehicles
