Memzer, Jr had advocated
adoption of an ordinance
that will require the
installation of smoke and
lire detection devices in all
new construction in the city
and in existing dwellings
that are going to be put up
tor sale His views are
carried in the ordinance

The fire marshal is
empowered to designate
approved fire detection
devices and to post a I"* of
such devices found
acceptable for the guidance
ot the public

But the wording of the
ordinance did not satisfy
James Convery. acting law
director. Monday He felt
lltere should be an obligation
on the buyer as well as the
seller in making sure a
property being purchased
has a fire detection device
He felt it could be a
consideration in the
purchase price as it would be
the buyer who would be
getting the advantage of the
tmtattatton. And Convery
thought there couM be more
exact definement of Fire
IJepartmenl responsibilities
in the matter, so Mayor J
Thomas Cross directed
introduction of the ordinance
be held up for revisions

A second ordinance
updates the Fire Prevention
( ode of 1965 and provides for
the creation of a Bureau of
Kire Prevention as a
Division of the Fire
Department

By this letter the Chief of
Police it hereby instructed
to have personnel of his
department enforce all

applicable traffic laws witn
reference to your vehicles
operation within the City of
South Amboy. The City has
had complaints of your
dirver's traveling the wrong
way down one way streets,
making illegal turns, driving
down the middle of maior
