Both the new station »nd
the old station would take a
further taking in of land for
parting, a large triangular
cleft back of the bouse* on
the west side of Augusta St
north of the railroad. But one
home would have to go to
provtoV".»entrance way into
this access.

But it would be on the area
between the north side of
Broadway, west of Augusta
St. to midway between the
line of Pint St. and Second
St. that there would be the
problem with the new
station The stores in that
area would go, also the
garden apartments of the
South Amooy Housing
Authority.

To keep the station where
it is would mean the
elimination of nine business
places along the north side of
Broadway between John St.
and Augusta St. and taking
out » houses in the three-
Mock area bounded by the
north side of Mason Ave To
tract the new station, would
mean eliminating 21
businesses or housing
structures in the area
between the north side of

Council President Thomas
O'Brien, present at the
meeting, told the DOT and
rail officials that in no way
could the Council concede to
this He reminded them that
South /.mboy is a 14 mile
square community of 10,000
people built up entirely to its
limits OBrien said no
business structures nor
housing could be sacrificed
to the need for increased
railroad parking, serious as
that problem might be.

Weiss told him the concept
was only a study of needs. He
•greed the Broadway and
Mason St. area might be
spared by going for parking
in lands north of the existing
rail yards But he found the
drawback with this that the
ttulotst would have a 1,200 ft ,
or quarter mile walk to gel
from his car to the station.

The design man also noted
the concept of eliminating
structures on the north side
of Broadway to get ready
emittance into parking
spaces there would be to
alleviate the traffic crush on
Broadway that must develop
when there are 1,500 or more
persons wanting to get to the
station in their can to get
trains. A parking space far
awjtv back of the rail yards
would hardly help with cars
etnshed on streets in the
South Amboy business
section in going-to-work and
coming-home hours, he
feared.

O'Brien also took the DOT
and railroad people to task
on the neglect of the vehicle
overpass on Bordentown
aVe. and the pedestrian
climb-overs of the tracks at
Henry St. and George St The
rail people reiterated the
maintenance of these

A search of the bottom o'

Round Valley Reservoir in
Lebanon Township.
Hunterdon County, for trace
of Michael Powers, 25 who
lived on Henry St.. South
Amboy. and William
McKabi, IS, who Hvad in
Morgan, lias been made
possible by an allotment of
$15,000 in state funds for a
deep water probe of the body
of the lake Powers anl
McKain were seemingly loft
when their canoe overturn**)
during a nighttime .fishing
venture onto the waters of
the Reservoir last Oct i9.

Their 16-ft. canoe was lound
adrift and partially
submerged the morning of
Oct SO and they did not
return to the auto they had
left parked near the waters
edge thereafter N.J. State
Marine Police searched the
stretches of the 4-mile long
cold water lake and a State
Police helicopter flew back
and forth over the water
surface for several days
without spotting trace of the
two men When their bodies
did not surface as generally
happens in drowning*, it was
assumed by those
acquainted with the
characteristics of the
Reservoir that the frigid
temperatures at its depths.
where icy springs feed it.
stifled sny upward
movement.

Two yean ago and again
last March there were dual
drowning* reported at
Round Valley, making the
number missing six in all
An appeal was made to the
Navy to have Its deepwater
equipment and specialists
brought in, but it was ruled
from Washington that this
would be unlawful taking
business from private
recovery companies. Gov
Brendan T. Byrne then
allotted the $15,000 for State
Police to seek bids from
deepwater Recovery
companies.

They
were Thomas Levandoski,
Edmund Kaboski and
Richard OBrien. The latter

to Red Bank. They were told
that to complete the Ml
million part of the Job from
South Amboy to Matowan
after the South Amboy to
Matowan roadbed had been
sufficiently rebuilt But it
was emphasised the
objective was to get the
changeover place from
South Amboy to a point in or
near Long Branch from
electric to dtesol engines

Point was made of the
improvement of the
uncertain high railroad
bridge over the Navesink at
Red Bank as s safety
measure but nothing was
said about the uncertain
structure carrying trains
across the Rarilan from
South Abmoy to Perth
Amboy. It was admitted
after the meeting that
"track work" waa being
done on the rickety structure
and that electronic
components were being used
tu guide trains across It, but
that nothing was in proapert
to rebuild it yet from hs
antiquated state

Nor was there any
determination abaut tht
elimination of grade
crossings At a hearing last
winter, it was admitted there
were 3ft tuch crossings
between South Amboy and
Red Bank but only three had
a chance of being
eliminated, despite the
desire to run trains at ao
miles per hour

For South Amboy last
winter there were guarded
assurances given that there
would be no curtailment of
service firnn South Amboy
station and that wire fences
would go up along the tracks
to keep children and animals
from wandering out In the
path of the express trains. It
did not appear any South

• Amboy grade crossings
would be eliminated

One rider, from Matawan.
who said he took the train
from South Amboy station,
said a matter that needed
immediate attention was a
safety factor on trains
coming into South Amboy
station He said that when a
14 car train pulls in at South
Amboy, the passengers from
the last three can wanting to
get off face a big tump from
the bottom step of the car to
a rough trackaide area on
which they could break an
ankie or even a leg The DOT
officials said they were
content to learn about this
and would have track work
done at the South Amboy
station to accomodato the
need of pasaengers alighting
from the last cars of a long
train.

A query from a
MkkUttown resident about
when work would be done on
>he e l e c t r i f i c a t i o n
changeover, he was advised
it should be completed from
South Amboy to Matawan
