BUYING WATER FROM PERTH AMBOY
INSTEAD OF REBUILDING PLANT QUERIED

Buying water from
another source, likely Perth
Amboy, rather than going
ahead with apending 1500.000
to upgrade the water plant
wai suggested by Fred
Kuru, cny engineer, to the
Council Monday XurU said
his knowledge of water
criiea errupting in
Keamburg, Union Beach
and Keyport, on the same
underground water vein at
South Amboy. filled him with
misgiving* at to the further
infiltration of salt water into
the vein. The frontage of all
the towns on aalt water
Rarttan Bay li a haiard, he
cautioned

On the other hand, Kuru
said, Perth Amboy has an
adequate supply from its
own Runyon tain and has
drawing right* on excellent
water from Sprue* Run and
Rojnd Valley Reservoir
Mayor J. Thomas Croas said
he would not want to see
South Amboy without a
water source under its own
control. KurU felt this was
not necessary, that the
shallow wells at the water
plant could give a partial
suupiy of really good water
and that the added need
could be met by purchase
from an outaide source.

Kurti commented his
ideas were not derived of
aquatic considerations
alone, that there was an
economic side that the city
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auditor would have to verity
in professional figures. But
Kurtz reckoned that the
$500,000 bonding for
modernizing the water plant
could not be financed for leas
than «Vfc par cant interest
and that, in the expanded
plant, there would be annuat
costs of $43,000 for
chemicals, $27,000 for
supplies and $130,000 for
salaries. It was his idea that
with the annual deficit in the
Water Department likely to
increase from $01,000 to
•00,000 this year a 50 par cent
jump in water rates would be

Nicholas Smolney,
business administrator,
acknowledged an analysis
was now in progress on
increasing water rates, but
he doubted it would mean a
SO per cent increase. Council
President Thomas O'Brien
felt collecting past due bills
could cut the deficit to
$40,000. But Kurtz cautioned
this was only a "one shot
deal" while inflation would
cause costs from the
expanded plant to vault each
year.

Kurtz saw one saving
coming from the elimination
of four operator Jobs at the
water plant. Several of the
councilman expressed
misgivings at cutting off the
employment of these
employees of long tenure
However, the mayor
commented that two were
due for retirement soon and
the other two could be used
in another city department.

Councilman Frank Tarallo
questioned If selling water to
an outaide customer would
put Perth Amboy's rates
under Jurisdiction of the
Public Utilities Commission
with an advance in rates to
TMtrl mnat t t ty -that would-
make a deal with South
Amboy unrealistic KurU
doubted the PUC would take
over but felt that, even if this
occured, it would result In
rates no greater than Perth
Amboy would have to expect
from inflation alone. And
that selling surplus water to
South Amboy could very well
aaaa the situation for the
Perth Amboy consumer.

Councilman Robert Noble
wanted to know if

a rate set by the PUC, could
South Amboy provide its
users at a higher rate that
would result In some profit.
KurU felt that, deeptU the
legal aspects of the question,
South Amboy would nave its
right of independent rate
making ui keeping with iU
owncoata.

Councilman Chester
Meiruer wanted to know if
Perth Amboy could
arbitrarily cut South Amboy
off under duress of a lagal
emergency, leaving South
Amboy without source of
adequate water supply if it
did not modernise its plant
and sink its' new deep wall.
KurU said It was his view
this could happen, but it
could not coma from a new
big user becoming a
customer of Perth Amboy's
after that city had
contracted to supply South
Amboy, that South Amboy's
right of priority would stand
up Right now, as KurU saw
it, Perth Amboy, having lost
a number of big industries, it
is a total surplus supply
situation on water

The engineer said the
Council had to keep in mind
one thing in its desire to
bring in a new industrial
ratable on the landfill, that
such a big industry would
want an assured supply on
good water and would likely
look askant*, both on the
potential of supply and as to
the quality of the water to
come up from a new deep
well at the water plant.
KurU reminded his hearer*
that Perth Amboy water has
long been conditioned to.1
meet the dentnds of
exacting industrial users
