He called for a
uniform  across-the-board
increment for all emplovees,
regardiess of classification,
to betler ease the burden on
those getting the lesser
recompense He gained

HIGH SCHOOL QUESTIONED

Faculty rearrangements

. for a full time school system

and opera t of the
system. at tl:lle"rr:gr“lal Schoat,
Spotswood were put in effect
the South Amboy Board of
ducation Monday.
Before t he
rearrangementa were voted,
there was a dispute over the
number of administrators
that would be needed. John
Olexa, superintendent,
recomme that David
Inman be made an
administrative assistant to
Joseph DePasqguale, high

Kaboski. anﬁrdy member,

who cailed il an overstaffi
of supervision for a schoo
the size of Hoffman to the
detriment of the taxpayer.
Thomas Levandoski,
another member, amplified
the situation from the
administrative ¢ de
recommendations for school
boards. Levandoski noted

that with DePasquale,
Inman and Robert
Bloodgood, curriculum

coordinator, there wouild be
three administrators 1 a
330-student high school next
vear with a tolal salary cost
ol $70.000. Of which, $21.000
would be for the
administrative  assistant’s
salary Levandoski read off
from the administrative
code that for a high school
under 400 students one
adminstrator s enough and
any other can be returned to
the teachi:&sla[ t

Levandoski supplemented
his argument by pointing out
that the sending of the 7th
and 8th grades to Spotswod
had resulted in a middle.

school setup. regucing to

four grades the rumber in
the high school whereas
there had been six grades in
the junior-senior high school
setup that existed al
Hoffman High in splil
session days. Or, in other
words: Levandoski argued.
there had been over 300
students te be supervised.
making two administrators
allowabie under the
sdministrative code.
whereas now. there would be
mﬂ at the mast in four

(Mexa defended the need of

two direct administrators in
the high school as justified
hecause there is going tobs &
marked expansion of the
curriculum and of extra
curricula activities under
full sessions. And also, the
superintendent noted, there
is a disciplinary problem to
be coped with, even though
he dir. not regard it as an
alar‘mi# one.
Ann Mulligan, a spectator,
wanted to know what would
become of Inman if he is not
made an administrator.
Levandoski said Inman
would be returned to the
teaching staf{ where he is
well experience and could
command an $18,000 salary.
Mrs. Mulligan then noted the
net saving would be $3,000
not $21,000. But Levandoski
pointed out to her it would
mean also the elimination of
a teaching salary, as with
three teachers resigning.
only two replacements
wauld be needed. ‘
