SITES FOR BUS
RIDERS WAITING

SHELTERS OECIDEO
Announcement was made

at Tuesday's Council
meeting of the decision on
the location of two shelters
for waiting bus passengers
to go up in the city. Mayor J
thomas Cross reported the
Council had decided on the
corner at John St. and
Stevens Ave., where the bus
turns, for one location and at
the South Amboy Hospital
for another.

Thomas Levadoaki, liaison
member of the Board of
Education, was concerned
about the location of the
shelter at John St. and
Stevens Ave. When the
mayor noted there would be
no problem about locating
the shelter there, "because it
is the old city hall site and
the city owns the property,"
Levandoski questioned how
much an intrusion this
would be on the 0 95 acre
tract as he has been a
proponent of erecting a
tchool on ft. He was assured
the property would be kept
clear, that the shelter would
set out in the sidewalk area

It is presumed that the
hospital will grant any
location righ's for the shelter
at its property as a bus line,
particularly a convenience
for the elderly, and infirm, is
a desireable means of access
for hospital patients and the
relatives of patients The bus
that goes past the hospital is
one the Perth Amboy - Sayre
Woods run over Stevens Ave.
and Bordentown The bus
shelter at John and Stevens
is where the Perth Amboy -
Keansburg and the
Woodbridge - New
Brunswick routes turn. It is
expected the shaltar at the
hospital will also be sued by
bus communters to the city
who ride Rt. 36.

Funds for the erection of
the bus shelters are being
supplied by the Middlesex
County Board of Freeholders
through a grant from the
State Department of
Transportation. The shelters
are being erected at pivotal
points on but runs

providing 15 jobs for the
unemployed will make
possible a continuance of the
beachfront improvement
program that was started
with a 11.01.900 grant for
work last year This year the
Allotment is tifft.000 for
South Amboy, according to
Musmesi Administrator.
Nicholas Smolney. with 15
iobs instead of just the ten

.(year
(uuncil Pres ident .

Thomas (> Bnen saw the
new grant for beachfront
work as a challenge He
declared that by popular
opinion the city has
abandoned the §0 acred
landfill Mite to vandals, thai
anything in the way of a
development of facilities in
the area is scoffed at in a
usual observation "it won't
last, they'll tear it to pieces
in no time "

O'Brien called this popular
resignation to the
overpowering force of
vandalism "a disgrace " and
avowed that, with this
further grant for making the
beachfront a resort area for
the citizens of tht*
community, vandals must be
dealt with in no uncertain
term*

Councilman Kichard
Scnultz agreed He found it
repulsive to have to say that
benches along the water
front A til have to be put
dow. in deep cement ana so
fabricated to keep them
from being destroyed, that
flowers cannot be put down
because they will be trod
upon, pulled out or buried
under a mound of beer
Miles O'Brien added he

Hut a query from Jerry
Kurt/, a spectator, brought

problem He asked about the
rhanc« of further
employment under CETA at
the beachfront, if the work
there would not be for city
p e r s o n * n e e d i n g
employment.

Smolney explained there is
no certainty that all the
CETA money will go for
beachfront work, that the
county CETA office can
assign people "of special
skills to any openings for
such persons known to be
needed here, such as
policemen or secretaries
But more complicated is the
need to make sure South
Amboyans will get first
preference and that there
are city persons who can
meet the criteria for the
work being offered

T h e b u s i n e s s
administrator said he had
uncovered an ordinance of
long ago which specifies that
all work on municipal
projects is to be reaorveo to
city residents until their
employment needs are met,
only then can outsiders be
hired. But Smolney
acknowledged he had to
doubt it could have much
weight in CETA projedts as
they are made possible with
federal funds and state
implementation, all of which
brings in factors such ss
