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COUNCIL ADVISED
OF HOSPITAL'S NEED
OF TAX REMISSION
An appeal for remission of

$20,000 accumulated taxes
and interest on outside
properties owned by South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
was made to the Council
Monday by William Kurtz, a
former city councilman who
now serves on the finance
committee of the hospital
Board of Governors

Kurts pointed out the
Hospital Is owner of four
houses and a vacant lot
acquired some years ago
when the institution had to
meet an area requirement of
land area for its expansion
or be dismantled and moved
into what was then Madison
Township. The hospital met
the test put upon it.
remained as a South Amboy
institution and advanced
from a 55 bed to a 165 bed
facility In addition, Kurtz
noted, it has been hailed as
an institution having
lechnilogically advanced
medical equipment unusual
for a hospital its site

In taking over the houses
to meet stale requirements.
Kurts noted the hospital
became liable for mortgage
interest and amortisation
payments on the structures
while collecting reals that
allowed but sow* margin
over these financial
obttfaUona. Kurti said it
became a policy to rent the
houses to hospital employees
at break-even rents and to
avoid the usual upkeep costs
on properties by having the
hospital work force do the
maintaining. In these
circumstances, there was
minimal chance of getting
rental returns to cover
taxes, he noted.

Kurts declared he was
aware of the city's concern
about the parking situation
around the hospital. He
admitted that as the hospital
expanded in sise and
services, the work force had
to be markedly increased,
bringing more cars into the
area in a city where on-
street parking is the rule
Mayor J. Thomas Cross told
him it was not only the
streetside parking in front ot
resident* nouses that drew
complaints, that some
residents insisted hospital
employees pulled into their
private driveways to park
The mayor credited the
hospital with trying to help
by making a deal tor use of
Colonel's Garter parking lot.

To this, Kurtz explained
one house is marked for
being torn down and the
frame structures of three
others will be put up for sale
to anyone who will move
them onto another property
By this process, applying
soon as leases run out, Kurtz
saw the hospital self-
contained in parking in five
years even though the
institution reaches a 300-bed
status by that time

The Council referred the
tax-remitting Issue to Clark

ShulU felt Kosovich had
raised an interesting point,
that there are many places
in South Amboy in which the
owners are drawing rents
from two-family houses, yet
the premises are being
assessed as one family units
Mayor J Thomas Cross
pledged the list would be
checked over for possible
violators and imposts would
be levelled against those
misrepresenting.

Mayor
Cross said a mists ken
impression appeared to have
gained place because the
city is buying water from
Perth Amboy that South
Amboy would no longer
operate a water plant, l i e
said nothing is further from
the case, that the city is
sinking two shallow wells
and a deep well and
eventually will only use
Perth Amboy as an
auxiliary source. The city is
incurring a $500,000
indebitneu to rebuilding the
water works In Morgan.

The Mayor reported that a
new computer for the city's
business offices had gone on
order. He also noted that the
dilapidated premises at SSl
Augusta St. have been
condemned and will
presently be torn down.
