rust in our water s due
primarily o four causes
1. Water as pumped from
our well 1No W
contains high amounts of
dissolved iron Our «id
treatmen! equipment can no
longer operate effectively to
remove the dissolved iron

2 The underground
storage tank located at the
Water Plant has not been
cleaned for years and
therefore contains
significant accumulations of
rust, which ix ﬁarlwlly
released .during high use
petiods

3 The waler tank on
Conlogue Ave. also has not
been cleaned in years and
conlains considerable rust,
which is released into the
distribution system during
mods of hly:h turbulent

4. The distribution pipes
(mains) in South Amboy are
veq old and contains rust
buiid-up on the interior
m"umtmi the b!iﬂd-up
geots t can no longer
adhere to the pipe surface
and is re into the
system.

An overall plan has been
formulated to significantly
reduce the rusty water

in South Amboy.
following steps will be
taken.

reservoir has also been
ermphied and s undergoing
cleaming.

Except for the major
renovations planned for the
water treatment facililies
the rest of the progrum
should be completed over the
next few weeks.

As is the case in all water
improvement programs the
overall water system will be
disturbed which will cause
inconvenience and
frustrations to some
customers. As much of the
work as possible will be done
during periods of low
consumption when the
system will be least
disturbed.

The above information is
being published to make the
water consumer aware of
possible inconveniences over
the next few woeks.
