New Flood Hazard Line,
Oil Drilling, Bears on City

South Aaaboy Council was
jarred this week by
Intimations about what could
befall its 69-ecre landfill and
privately -owned lands along
the waterfront. One jolt
came from the Second Phase
of the National Flood
Insurance Program,
charged with enforcing the
Federal Flood Insurance Act
for the Department of
Housing snd Urban
Development. The other
precoursor of possible future
trouble came in an 63-page
report of the city Middlesex
County Planning Board
drawn to arm county
municipalities for the roles
they must play when drilling
off the Jersey coast for oil
starts as a part of the
national energy emergency.

James Nelson, director of
tne Second Phase Program,
revealed that, for Perth
Amboy, s former strip above
sea level at u ft. to demark
the flood hasard line was not
sufficient, that it was, in
fact. an "illogical*
demarkation for Perth
Amboy would be moved
inland to where the land is
17ft. above sea level

Nothing was said directly
about South Amboy, but as
South Amboy is subject to
the same federally-ordered
study by Tetra-Tech, Los
Angeles, ss is Perth Amboy
and fronts on the same body
of water as Perth Amboy,
the deduction was that the
findings for this city would
not differ greatly from those
for Perth Amboy

Moving the flood hazard
line inland to where the
height above sea level would
be I7f> would put moat all of
the landfill and the privately
owned waterfront inside the
flood plain where federal
flood insurance is mandated
and federally imposed
restrictions development
and most public uses would
apply. The hopes of the
Mayor and Council and of
the Industrial Commission of
locating s good ratable
industry in the landfill area
would virtually go out of the
window.

Patten, in a speech this
week, noted he represented a
district infiltrated with oil
industry from which 646-
millions in payrolls comet
forth, so he is going along the
national program. And he
blasted "the palaver of
environmentalists" that
sought to put local and
irrevelant interests in the
way of a prom-am facing up
to a national itis.

work for Ms. DiRiemo, who
operates the Oamma
Camera at South Amboy, a
sophisticated piece of
scientific equipment that
takes sequential x-ray
pictures of organs at work in
tht human body. A minute
dote of a radioactive
substance is injected into a
patttnt and seconds later the
camera can photograph
organ site ana function.
Later, a doctor whose
specialty is radiology
nterprets the scan. The
camera can detect tumors
and congenital and
pathological deformities. It
monitors arterial blood flow
and Is excellent for detecting
blood pressure problems.
Polaroids can be taken of the
film, providing still photos
for future reference. Use of
the camera is called "non-
invasive" testing, since it
does not involve probing or
surgical procedures for
diagnostic pur poser The
infinitesimal amount of
radioact ive mater ia l
Injected into the patient
dissipates within tht body in
approximately six hours and
exposes the patient to less
radiation than an ordinary x-
ray. Tht dote is directed to
the specific area being
photographed and does not
travel to any other part of
the body

Tht Gamma Camera is
particularly useful in
scanning the liver and
pancreas which do not
photograph well with
ordinary x-rays. Tht camera
does excellent lung, thyrcH
brain and bone studies a»
wall. It takes only 90 seconds
to process tht film. The
patient remains in the
camera room while tht film
is developed to be sure the
pictures are technically
correct for diagnosis

prevent contamination of
herself and the department.
Miss DIRitroo works behind
s toad and glass chield when
drawing up a dote After the
dose is mixed, it is placed in
a lead-covered syringe,
ready for injection. Each
does is checked by a
calibrator, as required by
law, to make certain that it
contains the accurate
amount of radioactive
substance and no more.

A geiger counter is in
constant operation to check
against excessive radiation
The ring, wrist and body
monitors she wears provide
Ms. DiRienxo with a
constant check as to whether
or not ithe is being exposed to
too nvuch radioactivity
Although patients art
sometimes apprehensive
when they see the
' CAUTION: Radioactive
Materials' sign on the door.
Ms DiRieqxo allays their
fears by explaining exactly
what's going to happen, the
fact that it won't hurt and
that tht re is no risk of
exposure to high levels of
radioactivity She has
exce l lent l i t e r a t u r e
available to give interested
patients which tells how the
process works.
