Richmond denied this was
so, declared that Nicholas
S m o l n e y , business
administrator, had been
duly notified of what the
Board was seeking in all due
time, and that "no
preference was shown" to
bar a move by the Council.
But Richmond insisted that
at the July 6 Joint meeting on
the Phase 1 apportionment.

only after a story appeared
in a shopper Aug. 3 that the
Council would demand
1500,000 of the fett.OOO for its
water plant and leave the
Board with $19,000 to do
with what it could that the
school people had reason to
question if there was
something miss.

O'Brien then reminded
them they were now getting
the true and correct notice of
what the Council had
planned to ask for, $314,500,
to meet a dire water supply,
emergency that had
developed since July fl, only
advanced because water i * a
prime necessity of life.
beyond education of
anything else

Richmond then consented
the Board should have a
caucus to review the matter.
But, when the meeting was
reconvened, Richmond
reported the school board
members had to wonder how
the Council could have been
unaware July 6 of
deterioriation Impending in
its water plant. The Board
would listen further detail,
but would not accepta 50-50
split on EDA funds in that
the Council had ready
sources of getting capital
that the Board did not,
Richmond pointed out.

The eouMibnen were told
that the Board's plans to
reconstitute the school
facilities as a single K4 unit
In existing schools with the
six rooms added would both
cut out the cost of renting a
school In Spotswood and
providing; busing to the out-
of-town location. And also
would reduce the annual
hgih school costs, going from
s six year tumor-senior high
ichool to a four-year school.

O'Brien told the school
board that in the interval

O'Brien replied to
Richmond's contention that
the Council was in favored
position to apply city credit
in bonding to meet its needs
while the school board has to
get voter approval for any
bonding by referendum The
Council president said it was
obvious the schoolmen did
not appreciate that the
governing body had two
Budgets. the general
operations and the water
department He observed
that to float an indebitness
for the watar department, it
had to be by revenue bonds
which can only be backed by
revenues from the water
department. But, as the
water department is now
running at a deficit of $00,000
annually, no worthwhile
commitment of revenue can
be made.

Kurts has furniahed tha
Council with an estimate of
$166,000 as needed to restore
the clearwell tanks at the
water plant and meet the
C'onlogue Ave. situation in
addition to the $145,000
committed in Pase I for a
clarifier and filter media,
the Council president
revealed. O'Brien repeated
his concern for water supply
and emphasized that South
Amboy was not alone in
water crisis, that Duhemal.
Keyport and Perth Amboy
shared the deterioration in
supply situation in the area
frontingout on Raritan Bay.

But Richmond reminded
him the Board would have to
get the taxpayers to assume
an amortization of from
$150,000 to $190,000 over a 20-
year period to get the schools
the six rooms and
renovations by bonding
instead of the $592922 EDA
grant to meet the schedule
for sttaining the K-i full time
within existing schools that
State Department of
Education was requiring.

Mayor Cross retorted the
Council, differing from put
Councilc, had only made
token cuts form the 197717$
school budget, when it was
rejected by the voters, so as
not to hurt the Board in its
endeavors to raise
educational standards and
pet off half sessions But UHS
balked the Council in coping
with the deficit in the water
department, he noted, as
there has to be a limit on
taxes that can be imposed at
onetime.

Richmond said ail the
Board could do as to offer to
split with the city the
$109,000 the Eda was
reducing the city's Phase It
allotment, the Board's
$592,000 going down$54.SO0 to
$539,400 and the city's
$145,000 being reduced to
$W,500. This only stirred the
scorn of the councUmen, but
theyaa/eedro caucus.

$592,922; Leases

superintendent, confirmed
Tuesday the Board of
Education was filing at the
Aug 17 deadline for $592,922
of the Employment Act. The
prospectus filed by the
Board calls for construction

9OHEEIHM TEST
Medical science has coma

up with a screening last for
cotorectaJ cancer, and the
Middlesex County American
Cancer Society wants
averyone in Middlesex
County to know about it

"This is a very simple test
for invisible blood in the
stool, which might be a
symptom of a
gastrointestiona! disorder,
or it might signal
unsuspected cancer,"
Barbara Gordon, R.N.,
volunteer American Cancer
Society said "The patient is
asked to place s tiny stool
sample on a specially
treated paper slide each day
for three days, and than
return the slides to his or her
physician or clinic for
analysis. The test is called
the "hemocult" teat; which
refers to the name the
company that makes the
paper slides gave it.

According to Mrs. Gordon,
this low-cost test, which can
be easily processed, offers
an opportunity for earlier
diagnosis of the 99,000 new
cases of colorectal cancer
expected to develop this
year. "Early diagnosis is
important, she said,
"because bowel cancer is
highly curable when first
treated in an early stage."

It has been estimated that
nearly three out of every
four colorectal cancer
patients could be saved
through earlier diagnosis.
The slide test may be one
way oi achieving earlier
diagnosis because it is well
received by patients While
it doesn't provide conclusive
proof of bleeding or cellular
changes, the iiide test is
accurate enough to help the
physician decide if further
tests are necessary

"When it's used to screen
groups of people, there are
suspicious signs in only
about five percent of those
screened Cancer may be
involved in only about one
percent," she said.

Are there any people for
whom this test is especially
indicated?

'Yes.11 Mrs. Gordon
replied "It is very useful for
people over 40, and for
people with a personal or
family history of cancer,
ulcerative colities and
polyps '

The AMerican Cancer
Society volunteer noted that
a special diet and the
avoidance of certain drugs
are important to the
accuracy of the slide test.

"The other question that
remain is ~ what about me
proctc the examination of
the colon with a lighted tube,
something that the
American Cancer Society
has long advocated? The
answer is that the procto is
still an invaluable tool for
finding colorectal cancer.
The slide test is a
preliminary low-cost
screening device."

The Middlesex County
Unit is presantly
coapontoring colorectal
cancar education and
screening programs with
local Health facilities
Instruction on the use of
these slides t» given by a
trained volunteer of the
Middlesex County Unit of the
American Cancar Society.

One of Dr. Brinkerhoff's
first tasks has been to set up
a Consumer Advisory
Committee which will
consist of various
individuals in the Center's
catchment area who
represent a cross-section of
the population according to
sge, gender, ethnicity,
geographic location and
socio-economic diversity
The one thing committee
members will hay a in

mental health - preserving
it where it exists and
providing help when mental
illness strikes. The
committee will be able to
advise local residents
concerning facilities snd
agencies which provide help
in the area and will assess
needs that should be met

"This is an area of
tremendous growth," states
Brinkerhoff "When families
relocate, it takes a while for
roots to develop. Many
families experience growing
pains, problems develop.
The Community Mental
Health Center Is tht logical
place for them to turn for
help"

Another facet of Dr.
Brinkerhoff's work concerns
hit liaison with area schools.
He provides information for
special services personnel
who work with children with
perceptual problems,
learning disahflittej snd
social problems

Dr. Brinkerhoft'i duties
bring him in contact with
people of all ages. He may ve
visiting a Head Start center
one day and a senior
citizen's lunch program the
next. Tht Community
Mental Health Center works
with police officers, the
court, probation officers,
rescue squads, etc., and Dr.
Brinkerhoff will be planning
workshops which will teach
meat people how to deal with
tht mentally ill patient

Dr. Brinkerhoff, a
certified psychologist and
member of the American
Psychological Association,
received his Ph.D. in Human
Development and Clink*)
Psychology from tlie
University of Chicago. In
addition to his work as
Director of Consultation and
Education he will be doing
individual and group
therapy with the
Transitional Services
Department of uta CMCH.

wells and tht restoration of
the clearwaier wail, found to
be sorely deteriorated by
years of neglect in a report
from Fred Kurtz, city
engineer. Also for
raatoration work that
remains on the clearing out
of tht standpipt, found to be
encrusted at its bottom with
15 inches of solid rust silt, a
likely source of the
discolored water that has
plagued the city this year.

The mayor came under
censure from John Norek. s
spectator, who quoted a
daily newspaper to the effect
Mayor Cross was going to
take for tht city's water
plant needs the total $tft,000
being allowed in the grant.
Nortk found this
reprehensible in that the
Council was thereby denying
the Board of Education any
money to apply to building
up the age-plagued
classrooms in the city. He
was assured by Crossthat
there was no design on the
Council's part to take aU the
$6»,000 only enough to meet
a drastic water plant
emergenc? to keep tht city
in supply. He recalled that
not only the Board of
Education, but also the
Library Board, was in dire
straights for restoring its
edifice. The mayor averred
tht Council would be content
to be t standby while the
Board of Education and the
Library Board made out
their cases out as to who had
the greater need, for the part
of tht grant remaining tfler
the Council gets tht m&nty
needed for the water systom.

The Council was moving
on the water situation
Tuesday by acting on bids
for the restoration of thr*e
filter media. Tht low bid of
$12,296 cam in from Laynt-
NewYork.

The .nayor had read a
tatter In wrott to the
secretary of Commerce, as
overseer of tht Economic
Development Administrstio-
n, pointing out that the city
had incurred engineering
expanse of $2,000 in
preparing a documentary to
submit lor a grant under
Phase I of the Public Works
Employment Act in
Middlesex County, only to
have the work put to naught
because the Eda made a
mistake in its allotments.
The mayor called for the
federal government to
refund the $3,000 expended
needlessly became of an
error by ona of Its agencys.

In regard to the ttli.llO,
the Council is staking under
Phase II, Norak wanted to
know if the Council would
have to first tax for the

Mayor Cross felt that in
direct talks with Otlowski he
could gat an even better
figure for South Amboy.

A spectator living on a
dead end line on Leffert St
complained she detected a
disturbing chemical odor in
the water since it was
coming in form Perth
Amboy. The mayor told her
it could not be ascribed to
water from Psrth Amboy
alone aa that watar was
infused with watar from the
city's own walk. She wanted
to know how long South
Amboy would be buying
watar from Perth Amboy.
Mayor Cross said ha could
hope it only be a matter of a
few months if the EDA

Ssnts South Amboy the
13,110 for immediate

repair work on the city's own
watar plant. The mayor
assured her teats would be
made about the chemical
odor she smelt in the water.

Tht spectator asked if the
dead and line on Leffert St.
could be converted into a
loop line permitting a flow
through of watar instead of it
just deadening- and
accumulating rust at the end
of the Una. The mayor
assured her this was /a
matter of much concern to
the Council, the daad end
Unas, not alone at Leffert St.,
but many places throughout
the city He fait the quality of
the city's watar supply could
be raiaed if the daad ends
war* to be replaced by loops
everywhere But ha feared It
would take a federal grant
beyond a size that could be
hoped for to finance the
overall Installation of loops.

Council agreed Monday to
apply for $13,136.30 in
federal aid under Title HI of
the Older American* Act for
Senior Citizens to buy a mini-
bus for the senior citizens
clubs of South Amboy and St.
Mary's Councilman
Richard SchulU was the
initiator of this move.

The grant is based on a
population of 1,473 senior
citizens in the city by next
year, of which 45 will be of
racial minotiritea. Of tht
1,473, there sre 217 placed In
the abject low income level.

The council will have to
supplement the federal
grant by including $4,545.50
in the 1978 municipal budget
toward the project Mayor J.
Thomas Cross commended
Nicholas Smolney, the
business adri mstrator, for
including 4.984 in the
estimate uf needs for the
hiring of two senior citizens
to operate the bus They will
be paid S3 per hour for an
estimated 1.020 hours of
travei of $6,240 in wage* and
$748 in fringe benefits

The cost of the mini-bus to
seat 15 passengers is
estimated at 17,100 And tht
estimate of gasoline, oil and
upkeep needed in 1171 is
placed at $3,3M.

SchulU sought to have a
mini-bus obtained this year,
but application to tht agency
on Oner Americans brought
word that tht demand far
mini-buses for senior
citixans groups across tht
country had bean to groat aa

for them under tht federal
budget that expired June »
and South Amboy could havt
to wait to apply against tht
now federal budget that took
effect July 1

Mayor Cross reported tht
city has obtained permits ton
