allowances to send their
students to parochial high
schools within X) miles of the
district instead of jutt being
confined to South Amboy,
with no bus allowance, as
formerly.

Another factor bearing on
secondary school attendance
was the opening of a new

meeting with Brylinski and
two other Amboy Young
men, Stanley Kowaleski and

The MactnatU girl cam* to
know of the death of . T
companion June I I and
phoned a Morris County
Police officer, according to
South Amboy Oet Raymond
Durskl, who signed
complaints against the three
young men. Ourski related
that he and the Morris
County officer leanred from
the Macinski girl that she
and the Tersago girl were
runaways and had taken up
with Brylinski to have
somwhere to go in view of
their broken attachments
from their homes. Duraki
related that was the first
moves to the M l Bordentown
Ave. address for theMorris
County officer and himself
were unavailabing. then a
search warrant was sworn
out When no response to
their demands for entry at 8
p.m. that night were
forthcoming, Dets. Ourski
and Thomas Noble forced
the door.

Once inside they searched
and found belongings that
the mother of the Tersago
girl identifies as belonging to
her daughter, Durski told the
court. Further scrutiny
uncovered a layout for
narcotics activity. With this
to work on, Brylinski was
taken into custody along
with Kowaleski. Then Mason
surrendered himself as co-
partner with Brylinski In the
apartment

With the matter in tome
involvement with the
mystery death of the
Tersago girl, all three young
men were put under f 100,000
ball by Municipal Judge
Joseph C. Hoffman. But, on
application of their
atttrneys, the three
defendants got bail cut to
$10,000 for each in Superior
Court.

Durski concluded his case
on his own testimony as a
declaration by Michael
Justin, Sayreville, attorney
for Kowaleski. at the
opening of proceedgins to the
effect his client had waived
preliminary hearing had
precluded the-- me of
witnesses by the sta,u
against Bryttnokt.

Montis found it defective
in the state's case in the
supposition that the finding
of the dead girl's clothes at
the 208 Bordentown
apartuient had been
sufficient to hoM Brylinski
responsible for contributing
to her delinquency. He also
asked the court to note the
state had not shown the
narcotics paraphenalia
found at 306 Bordeniown, nor
was there word it had ever
been offered the two girls, or
in fact, there was no proof
the young men had
participated in narcotics
use. He called the court's
attention to State vs. Brown
wherein a higher court had
reversed a lower court
ruling that persons in
Ptainfield had contributed to
the delinquency of a minor
merely by bringln her into a
place where marijuana hps
been used. And Montis saw
there was certainly nothing
akin to contributing to the
delinquency of a minor in
Brylinski's offering the two
girls shelter and sustenance
when they had disrupted
their home ties and had
nowhere to go

But Prosecutor Thomas
Downs protested that
Brytinski had created the
opportunity for delinquency
and had to have an adult s
awareness of forms and
practices contributory to
delinquency in a minor.

Judge Boehm agreed that
Montis had made out a
convincing case for
Brylinski in emphasizing
that report of or witness »o
any direct act was lacking
that snowed the defendant
had been more than a
safeguard to two errant

flirts. But Judge Boehm
ound the one sustaining fact

for the stae the admission of
the Macinski girl to police
officers that she was a
runaway, that Brylinski
knew she was a runaway and
hence, in the eye.* of the law,
a delinquent, and that
Brylinski had contributed to
her delinquency by abetting
her staying away from her
home. Judge Boehm said he
accordingly could not
separate Brylinski from
Mason and Kowalski from a
probability of guilty at this
stage of the proceeding* and
remanded the defendant to
the Middlesex County Grand
Jury.
