On Saturday, September 24th, the South Amboy First Aid and

Safety Squad began a "ttt-M" in front of the South Amboy City Hall.
The purpose of this letter it to explain to the crtu-m of South Amtey
the reasons for this demonitretiofi.

Over the last year, the main alarm horn of the city's alarm system,
which is parched atop the city hall, has bean in need of rope*,
finally, about 6 months ago, this horn had become completely out-of
service The members of the South Amboy first Aid Squad showed
great concern for this situation and have repeatedly requested
members of our city's government to expedite repair of this horn
immediately. Than finally after 6 months of requests the necessary
ports to repair the horn had arrived but again the first aid squad had
run into another probJem-and that is having the parts installed. We
have contacted Mayor Cross on several occasions about the
instaHation of the p:rts and repeatedly the installation had been
delayed These repeated delays are the reason for our demonstration.
We therefore felt it necessary to alert the citizens of South Arctoy to
the conditions that exist.

On Friday evening, September23rd. at approximately 11 pm the
entire alarm system of the city, that is, the first aid and fire
department pkctrons and the siren systems had become completely
inopereUble through some malfunction This means that during the 3
hours period in which the system was down there was no possible way
to wjnd a general alarm lor fire or to sound an alarm for first aid
assistance Fortunately, a few members of the South Amboy First Aid
Squad ware on hand when an emergency struck. During the time of
the malfunction the squad was called to handle a 3 car accident on
at. 31

This is only '.he most recent of a long series of malfunctions in the
city's alarm system The horn atop city hail or the "cow" as it is
known by some, has for tome 40 yaars bean the mi.n alarm system of
the first aid squad. It is true that within recent years a plectron
system hat bow put into use in both the first aid and fire
deoartmentt. However, when malfunctions occur, such as those
previously mentioned there is no back up system of alarm, a system
whch is gravely needed in this city. We know of no valid reason *hy
the horn shouldn't be fixed unless of course it is politically motivated
If this is so, we feel that this is wrong. The safety of the people of
South Amboy is utmost important in the minds of all squad members

Larry Waaas, Democratic
Party nominee for State
Sonata for District w, said
he waa troubled by the large
numbers of senior citizens
who are not receiving
needful services to which
they are entitled because
"they are not in the main-
stream of service
availability "

"What with all the many
excellent service* available
to senior citizens through a
combination of federal, state
and local funding, under
Title III or the Older
Americans Act of 1%5 and
Title VII Nutrition Projects,
il would seem that there is no
reason for any senior citizen
to do without adequate and
nutritious food, without aid

"It is not as though the
various agencies to whom
these responsibilities are
entrusted do not do all they
can to reach out in every
possible direction to get to
those senion who need the
help organizations are
prepared to offer and are
willing to offer.

"Yet, whether it be
because of personal pride,
lack of understanding, or
lack of exposure to the
various educational
programs that are being
conducted, many seniors are
suffering naedJaaaly because
they are out of the service
availability mainstream",
Weiss said

seniors by the various
county offices on aging, by
the i r n e w s l e t t e r s ,
informational materials,
their out-reach services and
their tie-ins with community
groups and volunteer
