A wild IK mile chase at
speeds of over 100 miles an
hour at 4 am yesterday
involved an attempt by the
speeder to run down and kill
Pt) Michael DeLucia at the
Clothes Closet parking lot on
Rt 34, Malawan, and Ftl
Peter Kenny having to tx»
taken to Perth Amboy
General Hopsital for
treatment of arm injuries
after he had subdued the
speeder in front of Marlboro
High School, where the
chase ended. The teen-an*1

speeder was taken to South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
for treatment of the injuni's
received when the chas«*
ended with his crashing the
stolen car he was driving

Four police departments
and state police became
involved in the chase beforv
it was ended.

IN FUMING FIVE-CAR PILEUP

Acting coining not u
second too soon .suwil
Russell Anderson Jr .
youthful son of Sayreviilc s
fire chief, from perishing in
the flames of a five-car
holocaust on Main St.,
Monday at 12:34 am Those
who pulled the youth,
trapped under the broken
steering wheel of his car. to
safety as the flames lapped
around them were Ptl.
Pettery Kenny, city police;
Vernon Tice. former
chairman of the South
Amboy Planning Board and
Paul Durling, Sayreville.
Kenny reports the Anderson
car "blew up" just us they
got clear of it, the fglames
having hit the vapors in the
gasoline tank.

Two riders in the car, not
so badly cuaght inside as
Anderson, were gotten out
by people either coming up
to the scene in cars or
hearing the crash and
seeting the flames start up
James Switter. Woodbridge.
and Kobtrt I'.t,
Morganville, were saved by
the efforts of Melvin Kidd,
Sayreville. and South
Amboy youlhs-Mtke Torres.
Bobby Gettsak arid Jerry
Kelly Jr from what Alice
Walker, Pine Ave.. early on-
t he-scene observed.

Ptl. Kenny was joined by
Ptl Patrick McCarthy in
controling the large crowd
that gathered that South
Amboy firemen could have
free room to fight the blase
of explosive potential The
firemen had the fire under
control in IS minutes.

South Amboy First Aid
Squad removed the injured
to South Amboy Memorial
Hospital Anderson and
Switzer were admitted as
critically injured, but Ust
was treated and released.
Anderson and Switser were
reported recovered enough
to come off the critical list at
the hospital Tuesday

Calls about the crash came
in quickly to police
headquarters as the
Anderson car, after colliding
with the auto of James
Holovacko, 355 Main St..

Information Committee,
there are at least 700 species
of plants in the Americas,
many native to New Jersey,
that are known to contain
toxic chemicals. When eaten
by humans, these toxic, or
poisonous, plants can caire
a variety of effects, such as
w e a k n e s s , n a u s e a ,
nervousness, diarrhea,
difficulty in breathing, cold
sweats, numbness, coma-
and even death.

When this was an
agricultural notion, we
seemed to know more about
which plants and weeds were
edible and which were not.
But modern man has
forgotten what his ancestors
learned by experience about
poisonous plants, and,
unfortunately, thousands of
people are poisoned each
year as • result of this
Ignorance.

Each year an estimated
li.000 children ingett
poisonous plants. A Seattle
study revealed that 10
percent of 100 child
poisoning cates observed
ware of youngsters who had
eaten toxic punts, and that
in six of these 10 cases, the
childrmt' parents had no
idea the plants were

Tomato plants, for example,
belong to a species of plants
called nightshades whose
)eav«s contain toxic
alkaloids that can cause
gastrointestinal irritation
and nervous disorder. Other
garden staples in the same
category include the potato
and eggplant. The fruits are
harmless, of course, but the
plants aren't. Rhubarb, too,
is edible, but its leaves
contain oxalic acid that
crystaiixes in the kidneys
and causes severe damage.

Beware, too, of some
greenary that's synonymous
with the upcoming
Christmas season. The
bright, crimson berries of
the English yew, for
example, can do you in, and
so can its even more toxic
leaves. Death is usually
sudden and without warning
symptom. Holly berries are
also dangerous Enjoy the
beauty of the red-and-green
leafed potnsetUa plant, but
take care that no one
munches on those lovely
leaves One leaf can kill a
child. It contains a juice so
toxic to humans that
rpimitive peoples used it to
poison their arrows.

Surely, no holiday season
would be complete without a
branch of kiss-inducing
mistletoe. Just be sure to
string it high above the
doorway, out of eating
range. Unfortunates who
have tried drinking tea made
of the berries of thit
parasitic thrub have
received a kiss of death
instead of happiness and
health.

A variety of poisonous
plants are right under our
noses all veer long, point*
out Dr. Oufdo BattisU, of the
Warner Lambert Company,
Morris Plains, a fellow of the
American Academy of
Dermatology "More and
more people are keeping
exotic plants in thier
houses," he said. "The very
pt'tetnet of some species in
the house presents a year-
round health haiard,
particularly to children
under five years of age who
are likely to nibble 6n>eA-
inviting4ooking plant" In
fact, the number of children
eating poisonous plants has
Increase ao percent since
lffl, according to a recent
artkle b> Robert E Arnold
and Laer Pearce in
Smithsonian magazine.
They reveal that of all
p o i t o n l n g t t r e a t e d

^ medically, those due to
plants rank third behind
nedicines and cleansing
agents among children in the
ujvdor-flve age group.

Dr. Battista advises: "If
you have youngsters and
plants at home, take note of
four common houseplants
that are particularly
dangerous: dieffenbachia,
pfailodendron, caladium and
elephant ear. These belong
to the Arum family and
contain calcium oxalate
crystals, chemicals which
cause Irritation of the tongut
and muoom membrances.

Although not all house
and garden plants produce
such extreme effects as the
diffenbachia, potent toxk
chemicals are present in
many well-known varieties
including clematis, lily-of-
the-vafley, larkspur,
snowdrops, hydrangea,
aialee (fatal). rhododendron
(fatal, four o'clock, wisteria,
m o u n t a i n l a u r e l ,
delphinium, and the
boxwood hedge. Even the
pretty little buttercup may
severely injure the digestive
system.

What should you do if a
member of your family
ingests a poisonous plant?
'Get the victim to drink

water, and include vomiting
by having him drink a
solution of mustard and
mitt, or mustard and egg
whites, or the trted-end-true
method of putting a finger
down the throat," Dr.
Battista recommends. "And
seek prompt medical
attention." Hr suggests
saving the gully plants "The
physician will want to know
its Identity, what part of the
plant waa eaten < leaves,

latent, root, flower or berry)
and how much time has
elapsed since it was
Ingested."

Rember, it's easy to avoid
poisoning* due to plants:

-Don't eat them. Don't be
foolish enough to "teat just a

* little" to see if it's safe to
eat. Even a Ittle can be too
much.

-Don't assume that plants
eaten by birds and animate
are safe for you.

-Teach toddlers never to
putplants in their mouths.

•Try to keep house plants
out of a toddler's retch.
