Mayor J Thomas Cross
announced at Tuesday's
Council meeting that a
senior citizens office is now
open at the register-of-vitaJ
statistics office in City Hall 1
p.m. - 3 p.m. work days. He
was asked by Jean Smith, a
spectator, how the age
dafinin/ a senior citixen was
set and if disabled or
crippled people of any age
could get serviced through
the office. The mayor told
her she would have to ask
these questions to the
county.

Mrs. Smith wanted to
know why the Industrial
Commission was not doing
something to stop the landfill
from being used as an oil
lank farm when offshore
starts. Councilman Richard
Schultz told her she had
nothing to fear, that the
Council would never stand
for it and had offered the
landfill to Jersey Central
Power & Light to expand
their plant in the city but had
btett turned down Mrs
Smith saw tittle to be gained
if it meant the building of a
necular generating facility
with possible radiation
problems. She insisted she
would fight to keep the
landfill for school purposes.
But she expressed
misgivings that the Council
could withstand reported
comments from federal
sources and from Gov.
Brendan Byrne that the
landfill woukt be a logical
place for an oil tank farm.

The Council voted to pay

Fred Kurtz, city engineer,
called tl a good )ob, worthy
of the addendum.

1. All requests for public
records must be in writing
on a form prepared and kept
by the Municipal Clerk
That form should indicate
the name and address of the
person requesting the public
records; it should indicate
the date requested and the
date the public record was
reviewed by the citizen

2. If a public record is
immediately available, it
should be given to the person
immediately.

3. If the public record
requested is not
immediately available, the
City Clerk shall advise the
citizen requesting the record
when it will be available and
the reason the record is not
