Anyone in the legal age
bracket in New Jersey for
obtaining a license to
operate a motor vehicle may
operate a moped under such
license, according to
Tedesco But those in the 15
to 17 age bracket must
undertake a test on their
capacity for operating a
moped. Passing the test,
they get a license that allows
them to operate a moped
only. And they must take out
insurance and have the
m o t o r i z e d b i c y c l e
equipment of which they are
ownors tested for its
mechanical safety

ASM. operators of mopeds
must not take them on
roadways where the posted
speed limit is more than 40
miles an hour Mopeds shall
keep to the right of the road
and move in the same
direction as other motor
vehicle traffic.

Tedesco also notes that a
moped operator is under the
same obligation to report
accidents to police and the
N J Motor Vehicles bureau
There heve been nine
fetallties on roads in New
Jersey to dete in 1977
involving operetors of
mopeds. Tedesco states
