BISHOP CONFERS TOP
SCOUTING HONOR ON KAPICA

Kishop George W Abr,

Diocese of Trenton,
presented 1o Stanley Kapica,
750 Washington Ave , South
Amboy, Friday October 28,
1977 the badge of the Order
of St  George in Boy
Scouting, the highes! honor
to be bestowed on a Catholic
adult leader in Scout work.
The tation symbolized
Kapica's years service to
Boy Scouting, in which he
attained 3 succession of
awards for his work, both in
South Ambov under
Themas A. Edison Council,
BSA, embracing Middivsex
County.

Kapica is the third city
resident to be elevated to the
order of St. George. The
others were John
Dobrzynski and Albert Hein
in the long history of
Scouting in the city.

It was a case of a father
being innovated into a civic
endeavor by his sons through
their taking membership in
Troop 93, sponsored by
Sacred Heart R. C. Church,
South Ambov. Twa of the
boys Stanley Jr. and John F.
atlained the top merit badge
ranking of Eagle Scouts and
Frank A. was elecied a life
Scout for his endeavor both
in the r order of
scouting and administrative
lea ip.

Kapica kept pace with the
excelient ion of his
sons in Scouting by gaining
those awards that come to
adult leaders in the activity.
A first was being named to
the lay committee on
Scouting in 1956 and the
following year he received
the Pelican Award, given to
those Catholic laymen ‘vho
apply themselves in
instructi boys in Scout
work and indoctrinactin
them in the ideals o
Scouting. .This was at the
time he was starting a 16-
rur temure of Scoutmaster

or Troop 98.

In 1962, a Thomas A
Edison Council, BSA, honor
was bestowed on Kapica
when he was designated a
Beaver Scout in a ceremony
at Camp Coawa on the
Delaware. It qualified him to
become a Vigil member of
the Brotherhood of Scouting

1t cost $1.971.344.36 to

the audit report submitted to
the South Amboy Board of
Education Monday by
Seaman, Seaman andd
Oslislo, Perth Amboy,
auditors.
- The Board required less
taxes in 1976-77, $1.410,084,
than the $1.474,333 needed in
1975-76  despite  that
$126.879.47 increase in costs.
Added state aid in the year
that ended June 10. 1977,
$300.656, against §306.472 for
1975-76, and an Increase in
federal aid to $107,737 from
369,403 the year before
enabled the Board to cut its
property tax nesds.

But all was not as
propituous as the cut in
district tax need might
appear. On June 30, 1977, the
Board had a General
Accounts deficit that would
be covered by a (inal
m‘ymnt of $194,973.38 from

Councll on account of
197¢-77 school funds due. It
left the Board with a Fund
Balance of about the amount
of the remission from the
Council.

The announcement of the
Penn Central move
immediately brought a
heated outburst of
from Edmund Kaboski. He
said the taxpayers could
neve: stand it. He claimed o
know Penn Central was
asking $14,000 an acre for the
property which would
amount to a §$462,000
purchase price. Kaboskl
reckoned that at 4 per cent
this would be $18,408 interest
& yoar or $300,000 for the 20-
year term of the bonding. He

The
Board president said he
knew of people who had sold
houses in South Amboy only
to move a few blocks that
their childi=n could go to the
War Memorial High School
in Sayreville Hulsart told
Kaboski and Levandoski
they seemed to be forgetting
that Commissioner Burke
had had an evaluation of
high school facilities in South
Amboy made in 1975 and had
called the existing Hofiman
Hl?h School not
suitable for high school
purposes as a result of that
evaluation. The Board
president declared Burke's
action on the busint to
Spotswood showed the power
he has to order thi done.
