South Amboy will benefit
substantially in the 1977-78
school year if the Public
School Education Act 1s fully
funded by the legislature, by
figures released by State
Commissioner of Education
for Middlesex (‘ounty
districts last week.

There will he $497 628
contributed by the State
towards the running of city
schools in 1¥77-78, or $136,549
more than the §361,07 n
state aid in the current yea:
Middlesex County school
districts, on the whole, will
gel $88,081.217, an increase
in state aid by 49-mllion
over what they are receiving
inthe current year

Benefit to a number of
South Amboy students can
also come out of their
attendance at a county vo-
tech high school Middiesex
County Vo-Tech High school
will get nearly a million step-
up in state aid next year to
$2,426,726, reflecling tlhe

of the fifth county
vo-tech high schoel n
Piscataway The vo-tech
system supplies mobhile
vocational uris to Memorial
School, Spr:swood, for the
benefit of South Amboy

However, not all districts
are gainers. Spotswood, with

independent source of
revenue in the rental to

Sayreville is also a loser,
getting $260,000 less at
$1,949 626

With its rental obligation
tlo Spotswood decreasing
materially in 1977-78 and its
state aid so advancing, the
South Amboy Board of
Education is in a strong
rootiion to keep down laxes
or schounls in the next school
year

The state aid figures
released for 1977-78 school
state aid presupposes the
legisiature will continue the
state income tax after the
original legislation setting it
up expires next July 1. And
that tax revenues from such
a source will not decrease.
