In Registering
Rented Premises

As estimated 85 per cent of
the landlords in the city fal
to register their rented
premises with the City
Clerk, as required by law,
Vincent Ciuffo, heallh
inspeclor, reported at the
Soth Amboy Board of Health
meeting Nov. 10. He made
this observation when the
Board discussed measures

to be taken against a
landlord resident in
Brookiyn who has not

claimed registered mail
notices sent by the Board
about the condition of a
property on Catherine St.

Gregory Cusik, Board
attorney, confirmed the City
Clerk should have
information as to who the
owner is, who is mortgagor
and who is the supervisor in
the case of an absentee
landlord. He noted it is
essential to the police to
know of the persons living at
a rented premises and to
know whom to contact in
vase of theft, fire, vandalism
or  property occupancy
violative of health and safel{
regulations. It also is a chec
against illcjal occupancy
and misuse of a property for
activities againat the law

Ciuffo reported it would be
necessary lor him to order
an exterminalor for a fire
house. This prompted
Councilman Richard Schuitz
to recall that at one time the
city retained a sanitatiosn
waorker  with  garbage
coptractors to exterminate
pests 1 all city buildings,
including fire houses and
schools man made the
rounds of all buildings once a
month, Schultz ed, and
it cost the city only $800 per
year.
