went out through the boy's
feet, burning them His
bleeding head wound was

bandaged 1o keep him from §

bleeding to death by Pti
William Housman and Ptl
Alvah Cox jr. until South
Amboy First Aid Squad was
at the scene and rushed the
boy to South Amboy
Memorial Hospital

The boy remsined at the
hospilai Mondwy in fair
condilion for burns
treatment.

Frank LaKocco, Parlin, a
Conrail yard man, told of
seeing boys playing aboard
the freight car dangerously
under the hot wire When he
made for them to get the
boys out of the way of the
electrified wire, he saw the
boys scramble to get off the
car, apparently seeing him
and fearing arrest. But the
Rogers boy made the
mistake of standing up to
apparen.'v jump off when
the back of his head touched
the wire LaRocco alerted
police about the incident

Ptl Housman said it was
good luck that the boy kept
his consciousness despile the
force of the shock so that he
could be questioned as to
where he was in pain and
had burning sensations.

Railroad police have been
informed of the mishap. The
freight was sided 70 ft. south
of the Bordentown Ave.
overpass.
