The new program replace*
one now in existence that
puts the burden of being
compensated for the coat of
prescription drugs on the
senior citizen consumer
Now, a single person with an
income of 13,000 must spend
145 in a year on prescriptions
before he or the qualifies If
the single person has income
of 15.000, he or she must pay
$137 for prescription drugs
before becoming eligible A
married couple with 19,000
income must spend 1337 on
prescription drugs in a year
to become eligible. And the
reimbursement is limited to
MOpercent

Under the new program,
there is no deduclable and
the $1 per perscription
eliminates the 10 percent
reimbursement factor.

for a married couple and

of proof of age, such as a
birth certificate or other
acceptable record, and of
one's income tax return, to
show financial eligibility
When found eLgible, the
State Issue* eligibility cards
that can be shown with other
proof of identity when
getting a prescription for (I
Ordinarily a pharmacist will
recognize his regular
customers, so proving
identity will be no matter

If insurance covers part of
a senior citiien's drug costs,
partial assistance from the
state may be received.

Senior citiMna who have
participated in the existing
program and who have spent
enough on drugs from Jan )
to Dec. 31 of this yejr to
qualify for reimbursement
can apply to the local Office
on Aging for the applications
for the 10 percent
reimbursement due them
They must file before June
30, 197I. a claim listing the
name and address of the
pharmacy used, the
pharmacy's Medicaid or
Blue Cross provider number,
the disptnsating dates of the
p r e l c r i p t i o n s , the
prescription numbers, the
uuantity of drugs or insulin
dispensed r/»r prescription,
the national drug code
number and the price paid.
It is easy to see from all this
thai the program needed
revising to the simpler code
lo take effect Jan 1.

The awards will go to Mrs

Homes, South Amboy and
city police department
officers, William Housman
and Alvah Cox, Jr In
addition, Ptl. Housman is
being recommended by
Capt. Anthony Tarallo for a
Blue Badge merit award
from Middlesex County. The
award goes to those who
render Illustrious service,
especially in life saving.

The incident developed
when Conrai) yardman,
Frank LaRocco spotted the
boys playing stop the car
near the live overhead wires
and yelled to them to get off.
All the boys descended
safely but the Rodgers boy
The back of his head touched
the charged wires. He fejl
atop the. car, screaming
from the pain of the electric
charge that had passed
through him.

The mishap was seen by
Mrs. Loach and by Mrs
Hetde Lewis. Mrs Leach
made for the boxcar while
kin. Lewis called for police.
Mrs. Leech mounted the box
car and pulled the Rodfers
boy from falling off the car
ami triad to keep his flaying
hands from touching the
electric wires If h i hands
had touched the wires, both
of thorn would have been

Ptl. Housman and Ptl.
Cox, off duty but at police
headquarters at the time,
were dispatched to the
scene. Arriving, Ptl. Cox
mounted the car to help Mrs.
Leach hold the boy more in
the center of 'he car roof
while Ptl. Housman brought
his first aid kit. Ptl
Housman handcuffed the
boy to keep the youngster's
hands from from hitting the
wires and thereby
electrocuting both of them
Ptl Housman then applied
bandages to a cut in the back
of the boy's head before he
should bleed to death

South Amboy First Aid
men arrived at the scene and
Capt. Jack Mankowski and
the officers got the boy down
off the top ot the car and
from under the menace of
the overhead wires. Mrs.
Leach had gotten down
safely as the squad men
arrived. The boy was taken
