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ATTORNEY GENERAL'S RULING ON
BURKE'S POWERS AFFECTS CITY

A new factor was u>j«-i u-<l
into the situation mi th<
building of a new hiKh schtmi
in South Amfooy during ih<-
past week, even though u>
direct concern was for a
school district in <h«-nn
County

Before leaving his office at
state attorney general.
William F Hyland issued a
precedent-setting decision
that State Commissioner of
ICducation Fred Burke can
order construction of school
facilities in any school
district without an
approving vote of the
electorate if the
c o m m i s s i o n e r h a s
knowledge that the
structures in use are
outmoded with respect to
either the school populations
they must house or the
standards set by the State
Department of Education for
accomplishing a thorough
and efficient" <T * E>
education in the district

The ruling applied to the
Central Regional High
School district in Ocean
County where the voters
have turned down five
building proposals since 1*70
and the school has been on
split sessions for eight years
A suit filed two years ago by
an education association in
the district and the parents
of some of the students at
Central Regional charging a
"thorough and efficient '
education for school children
was impossible in the
district in a school structure
deemed antiquated in an
evaluation and too small for
present and prospective
school attendance.
