City Joins
Lower Raritan

Water Commission
A resolution was adopted

by the Council Tuesday to
make South Amboy a
member municipality of the
l>ower Rahbin Middlesex
County Water Resources
Commission under section
208 of the Federal Water
Pollution Control Act cf 1972
It was noted that the
required 75 percent of the
municipalities involved had
acquiesced to create the
Commission

The Commission wi l l
administer the1 Middlesex
County Water Quality
management Plan. The Plan
involves pollution control in
the South River, Upper
Raritan and Millstone River
Basins and creating
recharges on surface water
But; for South Amboy and
nearby communities, the
directive of the Plan is to
allot the "draw" to be put on
the underground veins from
which artesian supplies are
raised

The Plan advocates
reducing the "draw" on the
Farrington sands from 15
million gallons of water per
day to 5 million because of
depletion of this supply and
salt water intrusions where
the vein crops out. Against
Uw Parringjton depletion, the
liower-Raritan rftmmiiniiies
would increase the "take'
from Old Bridge sands from
:i()-milhon gallons of water
per day toiio-million

It is admitted that draw
offs by the increasingly
populous South Jersey
communities from feeders to
the Old Hrtdge Sands an-
creating some hazard to this
vein also But Old Bridge
Township, where the Deep
run and Burnt Fly Bog
recharge the vein, was a
first subscriber to the Plan

The Plan is under attack
from Kast Brunswick, a
municipality whose water
engineers contest the
appraisal of the use to be put
upon the Farringlon sands
and is petitioning thr
Division of,Water Policy and
Supply to allow an added i
million gallons per day from
those sands

The Council received a
recommendation from Fred
Kur t / , city engineer to
subscribe to the offer ol
Stanley Peterson, Pt
Monmouth. Laboratories to
test the city's drinking water
for pollutants The charge
would be $!M a month for
testing 12 samples for
conform bacteria, one
sample lor Inith inogramc
and organic chemicals, and
a sample for a variety of
chlorides and oxides and
elements related to cancer
causing-^

1977 has been a good year for the City of Sjuth Amboy
Although it has taken the efforts of City Council and all the
employees of the city, we have been able !o make much
progress that can be seen throughout the city. I would like to
thank all of those employees for their efforts throughout the
year and I am confident that we can again count on them to
do an excellent job in 1978

1977 was a year of learning fur me as Mayor of South
Amboy As you know, 1977 was my first full year on the job as
your chief executive One cannot realize all A the problems
that are found by the city during a yev.r Even as a
councilman, I did not come into contact with all of the
problems that a mayor faces Many times a problem needs to
have an immediate solution, and "while it is not always
possible to consult with City Council on every action, I have
made an attempt to ask for input and assistance from City
Council at every opportunity 1 am sure that the councilmen
would agree that they have been more involved than in past
years

When the city council adopted the 1977 budget that 1 had
presented, we under took a plan of action to begin to better
the lives of our citizens We lacked much of the baste
equipment to allow city personnel who are capable
individuals to provide quality service Some of the major
activities undertaken in the department of Public Works in
1977 were:

l Purchase of a new dump truck wtih a crane for the
division of water. With this truck, city personnel are able to
undertake a larger number of projects such as replacement
of fire hydrants In 1977 over 30 new and rebuilt fire hydrants
were installed.

1. Sewer trouble spots have always caused our citizens
problems Blockage and backups can quickly ruin private
property but with the new jet sewer cleaner and jet vacuum
trailer that was recently put into service, we have been able
to clean manv of the trouble spots located in underground
sewer pipes This spring the division of sewage treatment
will begin a comprehensive preventative maintenance
program throughout the city

i For 11 months of the year trees are either barren or
ln'autiful. but come November leaves from these trees cause
the city problems Our leaf pick-up program ran smoother
this yearnhanks to a new leaf col lee'ion box This year more
shade tree work has been authorized than in the pastseveral
years combined. Also, new for 1077, was a shade tree planting
program which, for modest cost, gave residents free
seedlings to plant throughout the city

4 A wa'er tapping machine and 3" sadge pump were
purchased in 1977 This allows city personnel to install house
water lines under pressure In past years this had been done
by an outside contractor at a higher cost to the nomeowner

s Purchase of a pavement stripping machine through the
New Jersey office of Highway Safety The division of roads
working closely with the department of Police has painted
uniform street lines, stop lines, crossing walks, and fir**
hydrant markings throughout the city

On everyone's mind, earlier this summer, were the rust
problems faced by our water utility. Through decisive
actions taken by your city fathers, we were able to carry out
a plan that has temporarily slopped the problem of rust and
discolored water. Department of Public "<vorks employees
undertook work that they were able to perform and when
necessary outside contractors were hired. Ti.c standpipe on
Conlogue Avenue was drained and cleaned of rust and
sediment for the first time in eight yean- The clear-well
reservoir at the water plant was also cleaned by city
personnel Three filters in the water treatment plant have
been completely renovated. A periodic fire hydrant flushing
program was started and is now scheduled to be done every
spring and fall. Our interconnection withour sister city of
Perth Amboy was reactivated so that water could be
obtained irom them to meet this emergency

The New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection
cited the city's sewage treatment plant for several violations
in 1977 because of lack of prever.tive maintenance in past
years Taking action along with city council, we were able to
overcome most of their objections The three main sewage
pumps were overhauled for the first time in eighteen years
Chlorine diffusing equipment was renovated, a rebuilt
generator was installed, and safely equipment for working
with chlorine was purchased. During the year, three
submersible pumps were installed in our pumping stations,
replacing worn out equipment that needed repeated and
expensive repairs A new sewer line was installed from Main
Street to John Street eliminating the old siphon connection
l>eneath the Ran tan River Railroad Residents in that area
no longer have to fear sewage blockages

(>ue of the most important concerns to our citizens has been
their uifety in their everyday dealings Our police
department in charged with protecting those law biding
citizens from others who might break the laws of our society
In 1977 with an increased budget appropriations provided by
City Council, 1 was fortunate to be able to appoint four new
permanent patrolmen. This brings our police force to its
authorized strength of 24 police officers plus the additional 3
or 4 CETA police officers With this additional manpower, we
will now be able to have a walking patrolman on Broadway
on all three shift* to better protect pir citizens. In order to
have efficient manpower, a police department, like all other

p
city departments. For the first time in re^nt years,
emergency resolutions were not needed after the passage of
the permanent budget. Even though we faced some difficult
problems during 1977. our budgets were designed to handle
problems shoit of mak>r disastors. Only a few years ago,
thousands of dollars of emergency resolutions were passed
even though, through realistic budgeting, this burden could
have been avoided During 1977 my administration suggested
that the tax and water officers be combined for efficiency of
operations. This will lend to centralize collection procedures
and allow for better service to the citizens of South Amboy

Measures have been taken to improve collection rates Our
assessors and tax collectors have spent much time with the
•»ew. complex homeowners rebate program. The state of
1 Jew Jersey, wHe issuing the checks, requires that these two
offices in the r\\y do most of the preliminary work for them
In spite ofrlhese new burdens, collection rates for taxes are
up substantially above 1976 rates To increase budgetary
control over the city's $2 5 million dollar budget, a computer
was purchased in 1977 Programing and conversions are
presently being completed for budget and payroll and soon
the city will have up-to«iate reports on all aspects of its
financial transactions

The water utility budget has had many problems While a
permanent solution has yet to be found, we have, with strong
support of city council, instituted a program to collect all
outstanding water bills Additionally, to insure thai all users
of city water pay for their fair share, a water meter
replacement program was also started this year This multi
y.ear program will replace all broken and out dated meters in
the city To date, approximately 75 meters have been
installed with more being installed weekly Although these
measures have increased the water utility revenue by over
$26000. it will be possible to overcome the $80000 yearly
deficit in the water utility

The city continued to receive federal and stale funds
during 1977 to ease the burden of our local taxpayers Some of
the grant authorizations received in 1977 were

As you know, federal and stale regulations are becoming
more complex tn order to increase the number of Federal
and State grants the city would need to hire several mo-e
staff people to conduct the necessary research or we. as an
alternative, could contract a firm specializing in grant
proposal development and writing Although the investment
is modest fo; the reiatna(je of an expert firm, the benefits to
the city can be enormous

Other accomplishments made during 1977 were
1 Opening a Senior Citizens Office to provide referal

services to South Amboy residents over the age of ">.r> years
During 1978 the city will consider expanding the hours of this
office to better serve the needs of our elderly
