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BUYING WATER FROM PERTH AMBOY FOUND
CHEAPER THAN REBUILDING CITY'S PLANT

Agreement to go out of the
water producing business in
lavor of buying water ^rorn
Perth Amboy was reached
h\ the Council Monday wilh
the final passage of an
ordinance affirming the
cit> s position as a buyer, an
ordinance that has a
reciprocal counterpart in
one adopted by the Prrtb
Amboy city commissioners
legally establishing that
municipality's position as a
seller of water to South
Amboy South Amboy s
ordinance was adopted tfter
a report was given by
Raymond Doty, city auditor,
describing the advantages of
being a buyer rather than a
producer of water at this
time an i much questioning
by Councilmen Thomas
M'Brien. Robert Noble and
Frank Tarallo on how secure
the city's position is

I)ot> reported that he and
Fred Kurtz, city engineer,
and Nicholas Smolney,
business administrator, had
conducted a study of the
economics of the situation It
ua> found, Doty observed,

engineer emphasized this
excess will be a million
gallons pet day that wilt
become available to South
Amboy on the run of water
from Perth Amboy s Runyon
field in Old Bridge to that
city In other words, he
noted. South Amboy will get
a draw off" of water supply
before Perth Amboy itself
because of South Amboy's
geographical location
between Runyon and Perth
Amboy

The situation of excess
water being pumped from
Runyon. Kurtz explained,
arose when large water
using industries left Perth
Amboy and a plant that had
been designed to pump
water to meet their
maximum uses was giving
forth an excess for which
t here could be no users But
now, with South Amboy
taking the excess. Perth
Amboy will be getting a
revenue from what has been
a waste. Kurtz pointed out.
and Perth Amboy can afford
to sell water to South Ambuy
at a low rate by present day
standards, to South Amboy's

the water business itself
Mayor J Thomas Cross

questioned if the. shallow
wells reserve at South
Amboy s own plant could be
expected to match the draw
off from the Runyon-Rerth
Amboy line if the Perth
Amboy supply should be cut
off Kurtz doubted there ever
could be a total shutoff of the
supply from Perth Amboy
but he was confident the
shallow wells would meet
any emergency

Councilman Frank Tarallo
questioned why there should,
he an 180.000 deficit in South
Amboy water operations
now when, in the days of the
Department of Public
Works, the profit from water
operations was $25,000 which
was annualU j-elayed to the
general budget to keep down
the lax rate Doty explained
to him this profit was
obtained by ignoring the
investment in pii.nl upkeep
needs and Ihe bad
breakdown in the city's
water plant of recent years,
necessitating the $fit)0.OU0
bonding ordinance as a start
on correcting the situation,
was the result The auditor
noted that as the efficiency
of the plant dropped off from
lack of money being put into
»? for maintenance and
restoration, the costs of
producing water went up and
deficits resulted from trying
to hold to what was once a
profitable rate

Kurtz emphasized that a
comparable situation in
Perth Amboy lias long ago
been corrected by a
substantial investment in
plant rehabilitation and
South Amboy need have no
fear of a dropping off of the
working efficiency of the
Perth Amboy plant during
the five year term of their
agreement

Doty noted the needs of
water department personnel
would diminish with the
agreement with Perth
Amboy to a supervisor and
three hue workers The
councilmen all declared they
did not want to see any
longtime cits workers let go
thereby The um>or ga\e.
assurance there would •*•

Councilman Thomas

Noble was fearful that, if
South Amboy did not restore
its own water works, at the
end of the five year
agreement, Perth Amboy
would be in a position to
greatly up the rate in any
renewal of the contract He
noted the $2.60 rate would go
up to $?.B0 for the three final
years of the contract But
Councilman O'Brien noted
South Amboy could use tht
five-year interval to seek
federal grants for a water
plan rehabilitation without
ta-king on bonding
mdebitness, making it
possible for the city to
produce its own water on a
cheaper basis even than
buying from Perth Amboy

Kurtz noted that the
sharing of an existing supply
between Perth Amboy and
South Amboy was no unusual
thing, that municipalities
were frequently making
such arrangements now
because underground
supplies Oi potable water are
decreasing and have lo be
conserved by sharing

the general public interest
that South Amboy should be
taking an excess of supply of
Perth Amboy's in a lime
when the overall water
resources are shrinking

Doty observed that
another advanta«?e of buying
water is that South Amboy.
freed of the cost of producing
water, will have means to
rehabilitate its distribution
sys'em. replace old piping m
the streets (ha,I can no longer
contain water pressure
without leaking

With the acceptance of the
report, the Courcil went into
regular session and adopted
the ordinance to buy water
from Perth Amboy There
were no questions or
objections at the public
hearing
