BOARD TOLD IT CANNOT ESCAPE
LIABILITY FOR STUDENTS ON TRIPS

South Amboy BRoard of
Education was advised
Monday by its attorney,
George Otlowski Jr . there is
no escape from liability for
wjury suffered on a trip for
which the Board has given
santtion  as &  school
permitted activity even
though all the students
participating are paying
thetr own  way and the
students and  chaperoning -
teachers have releases

The matter was
contr: rted the Board by Peg
Reriror, a spectator, who sad
sae was reflusing 1o sign a
release from responsibility
on a form supplied by the
Huaard. even though it meant
keeping her daughter out of
a semor class trip the first
weck in February to a winter
sports resort in the Poconos
for three days. She recited
the hazards tha. can be a
part of sking. especially for
those pew to the sport,
sledding and even traveling
by auto and on (oot on the ice
and snow. She replored the
demoralhizing eifect on her
daughter of being, kept Hut of
a last senior class and
festival for which the girl's
way is already paid.

Mrs. Reiger refused 1o take
assurance that such

coverage would apply to a
school-sanctioned  activity
Board president John
hulsart  then referred to
matter o Otlowski  The
Board attorney saw no
escape for the.

John Olexa,
supertendent, was of the
opimion there would have to
be closer scrutiny of away-
frem schools  trips  for
students  as  to  their
educational value.

Another spectator,
Barbara Snow, reported
dissatisfaction by students
and their parents with the
box lunches being provided
at the John St. school
Hulsar! opined this was a
matter to be taken up when
the new Board of Education
takes office Feb 22 as the
Board will act on the 1978-79
contract for food services for
schools. But he reminded
Mrs. Snow that a hol lunch
cafeteria program at the
John St. school “+ill supplant
next year the cold box lunch
one now in effect. so that
should produce a marked
betterment in student
sentiments.

Mrs. Snow wanted to know
i the hot lunch program at
John St next year would be
the same as the one now
served South Amboy pupils
grades 5to 8 at the [demorial
Schooi in Spotswood this
year She was told it should
be much the same but the

Olexa announced that, to
provide a safer lunch period
in the Elementary Schoot
there will be two lunches
period rather than one.
