South Amboy Board of
Education has requested a
joint meeting with the
Council Tht letter from the
Board, dispatched after the
Jan 2S Board caucus makes
no explanation for the need
of the joint get-together
other than il is for matters of
joint concern

It is apparent it did not
concern school finances for
the time being as the Board
was finalizing its 197879
budget for introduction Feb
1 and that would be before
the next meeting of the
Council. which was
originally scheduled for Feb
7.

More significantly, the
letter, dated Jan 26, was
mailed two days after the
Council had adopted on final
reading the new zoning
ordinance Jan 24

The adoption of that Eoning
ordinance was somewhat
unique in governmental
experience as no persons
appeared at the Jan 24
public hearing on it lo
protest it affected his i r her
property interests This is an
oddity in the history of public
hearings on- new zoning
ordinances as it is quite the
-usual thing to have irate
protesters declaiming they
wil l take the municipal
governing body and I'S
planning board to court if
they adopt the ordinance and
then attempt to enforce it

Thomas Levandoski.
liaison representative of the
Board of Education to the
Council, obviously had not
been instructed to register
comment on the Board's
behalf as he was silent
through the public hearing
However, if the Board of
Kducation had wished to
enter into discussion of the
ordinance at the public
hearing, it is obvious the
executive officers of the
Board would have put in
appearance But. for all this
quietude from the Board
sector, it is apparent the
o r d i n a n c e c o n t a i n s
provisions affecting the use
of lands for schools

The zoning ordinance
takes cognizance .of the
mandate of Superior Court
Judge David D. Furman in
1976 in the Urban League of
New Brunswick suit in whtch

South Amboy was one of 23
M i d d l e s e x C o u n t y
municipalities taken to court
for having zoning that did
not provide suitable areas
for low cost and multi-family
dwelling units for minortttes
and other underpnviledged
persons Because of South
Amboy having no extensive
vacant land areas left for
new housing. Judge Furman
decided the city could be
released as a party
defendant by rezoning a
sufficient pr-»ion oi such
vacant lam* ea as did exist
within its u>unds for the
unrestricted use of low co*?
and multi-family housing
The sector had to be with
acceptable topography and
accessibility to utilities A
section.in the western part of
the city was agreed upon and
the present Planning Board
and Council gave
avauiesence to this legal
order upon the city t>y
putting an areas from
Raritan St to Lower Main
St into a zone for low cost
and multi family housing in
relatively small lot sizes

The planning advisor on
the new zoning
acknowledged he was aware
the South Amboy Board of
Kducation had voted to ask
permission in Trenton to
take, an option on purchasing
the M-acre Penn Central
tract off Pupefc Kd as site
for a new high school But he
found that the mandate of
Judge Furman included that
tract in the sector of vacant
lands that must be reserved
for housing for minorities
and other underphviledged
persons. ?. 1 there was no
choice but to include the
tract m the overall zone for
such a use He was
convinced it was a court
mandated use that could not
\K' abridged on any score

The advisor was probably
aware that the Board had
been given an alternative
from Trenton to the Penn
Central tract That was to
locate the high school on the
landfi l l , the 64 a m city
owned tract created by a fill
m between Kot>ewell Strand
the shore front This despite
a rejection by the voters in
t97t of a purpouil to build a
high school on ten acres of
the landfill

The Board however, found

justification for its move on
Penn Central in a letter by
State Commissioner Fred
Burke to (lov Byrne's office,
near the very time when the
zoning ordinance was being
adopted, affirming Burtw't
approval o( the acquisition of '
the tract by the Board The
Board, by Burke s letter, has
a right to take an option on
the property to purchase it if
the voters give sanction, or
perhaps, even to acquire it
by condemnation But, to
question against a ruling of a
high court given to sustain
the civil rights laws of the
United States'? And have to
seek a variance for it under
the new zoning ordinance of
its city7 And in cross-current
to a Council that has
requested a meeting with
Gov. Byrne to ask why the
directive of Commissioner
Burke against building a
school on the 0.95 former city
hall tract on John St cannot
beoverruJed

As for the landfill, the
Council abandoned in the
new zoning their long
nurtured hope of making it
the location for an industry
that would be a good ratable.
The Councilmen have
changed the acreage, in
most part, to become the
locale for high value one-
family homes or garden
apartments on spacious lots
with a waterside vista.
Burke has also approved the
landfill as site for a high
school, even though it was
voted down as such in a 1975
referendum And the city
owns the property, so it is
subject to use for a high civic .
