06 next
year He argued that wtth
the usc of shallow wells,
filter and other requirement
would be cut down so that a
job estimated at $500.000 for
deep wells could be
accomplished for $300,000

city would be paying Perth
Amboy $90 000 for water this
year and he wanted to know
the savings from the sharp
reduchio of work at the city's
awn water plant  Nicholus
Smaolney . business
administrator. told him
